Student Learning Outcomes

Comparative Politics 3034 explores the theories of political development and the determinants of
democratic transitions with a focus on Less Developed Countries (LDCs) in Africa, Asia, Central
and Eastern Europe, Middle East, and Latin America. In addition, we apply the theories of
political development in real world situations. The course will investigate changes of political
systems by analyzing four aspects:

e political structures, political parties, governments, and their performance

 historical-culture about the impact of colonial experiences on the societies and social
group formation

e behavior, particularly mass participation and the role of political leaders as well as
military

o global impact on the political and economic transition in developing countries.

Course Activities

e Two assignments (5% each)

e Ten quizzes (6% each) and one final exam (30%)

e The student should have regular access to the internet and plan on logging into the course
at least twice each week, or students should plan on at least five hours’ worth of
homework outside of class each week.

Student Learning Outcomes

Course Focus

Physical geography is the study of the earth's dynamic systems: its air, water, weather climate, landforms, rocks, soils, plants, ecosystems and biomes and how humans interact with the earth's systems. Physical geography is the study of the world around you. It will help you to understand why afternoon rain showers and hurricanes frequent central Florida and what causes seasons. Everyone, every day, interacts with the earth's dynamic systems. I challenge you to join me on an exploration of the complex, and exciting world in which you live!

This is an introductory level college course in Physical Geography. It requires no prior experience with the subject.

Course Objectives

1. Use maps and graphs to analyze and interpret data and draw valid conclusions

2. Explain the causes of seasons and seasonal effects throughout the earth

3. Discuss the formation of major landforms, both domestic and international.

4. Discuss the composition, temperature profile, and function of the atmosphere.

5. Discuss the hydrologic cycle, and the distribution and allocation of water resources for humans.

6. Analyze patterns and consequences of human-environment interaction.

7. Analyze the geopolitical impact of the environment and environmental issues.

Course Activities

Each unit will include one or two activities to help facility learning.  Additionally, for each module, students will be required to complete one knowledge master quiz.  There are two non-comprehensive exams, a Mid-Term exam and a Final Exam.

            -appreciate the intersection between political science, international relations, and geography. 

            -understand the actors and stakeholders behind major global conflict issues. 

            -critically analyze the popular media and print for accuracy and political bias. 

            -participate in real-life simulated work in Political Geography. 

  

Course Focus 

We think of politics and geography as separate areas of interest; after all we have two separate disciplines, Political Science and Geography, each with their own institutional expressions, their own textbooks, etc. But in many ways they should be looked at as a seamless whole. Human geography is produced and politics is at the center of that production. Likewise politics always has a geography and cannot avoid it; think of the simple distinction between „domestic‟ and „foreign‟ policy or the structure of the American state: the idea of a distinction between state and federal governments and their respective, geographically defined, jurisdictions. Hence: Political Geography. 

  

In this course we will develop and apply a framework for looking at the world through this particular lens; making certain things stand out, eliciting attention that previously might not have been forthcoming. Political geography is everywhere: in the city, in the country that we call the United States, in the world, and, yes, in this lecture room. You cannot understand the world without it, though politicians, and geographers for that matter, have often tried to. It will open your eyes.

COURSE INFORMATION

Course Description:

This course is designed to introduce students to the study of how states and people interact and to
equip them with the analytical tools needed to think critically about complex international issues.
The first goal of the course is to communicate the key concepts and theories of international
relations, focusing on building a foundational understanding of the major paradigms: realism,
liberalism, and constructivism. The second goal is for students to grasp lessons from major topic
areas in international relations: international security, international political economy, and
international law. The final goal of the course is to provide students an understanding of some of
the major issues in contemporary international relations including human rights, transnational and
non-state actors, unipolarity, foreign policy, and nuclear warfare. Throughout the course, students
will discuss the applicability of IR theory to real-world and hypothetical issues. Through
theoretical, historical, contemporary, and hypothetical lessons, students will develop their own
abilities to evaluate key international issues and apply major lessons from IR to contemporary
public policy issues, in addition to developing policy writing skills.

At the end of this course, you will be able to:
1. Define the major theories of international relations and levels of analysis.





2. Explain fundamental facts about the development of the international system and major

historical events.

3. Evaluate current and future events using the theoretical frameworks from international

relations history.

Class Engagement (300 points):

Because this is an asynchronous ‘W’ format course, students are expected to independently
manage their engagement with the course material. This will include viewing required lecture
videos, engaging in discussion board assignments, completing required readings, and
submitting assignments on time. Class engagement will be evaluated based on the degree to
which you satisty each of these components, in addition to your completion of a syllabus quiz to
demonstrate academic engagement (for financial aid dispersal).

Memo #1 and Memo #2 Assignments (300 points):

Students will submit two 2-page policy memos over the course of the class that evaluate a
contemporary international policy issue through one of the theoretical approaches discussed in
class. The instructor will assign both the theory and issue to be evaluated. The assignment will
be distributed in class along with memo-writing guidelines, following the lecture on proper
methodology for policy memo writing.

Midterm exam (200 points):

Students will take a timed virtual midterm exam during the Week 4 Module covering topics from
the first half of the course. The instructor will provide information on the specific format and
topics surveyed prior to the Midterm.

Final Memo (250 points):

In lieu of a final exam, students will submit one 4-page policy memo on a contemporary
international policy issue of their choice that provides a policymaker with a review of the issue,
lessons from IR theory that relate to the issue, and recommendations for future action related to
the issue. More information on the assignment and submission guidelines will be announced in
class.

Course Format:

This course will be delivered asynchronously online, via weekly Modules that are released each
Monday and conclude the subsequent Sunday. It will last for 6 total weeks, meaning that weekly
workloads and expectations will be roughly double what they might be in a typical semester
week; students should plan to spend anywhere between 6-18 hours of work on this course per
week (as guided by UCF’s Credit Hour Policy, available at
https://catalog.ucf.edu/content.php?catoid=18&navoid=1600).

Because the field of international relations is so wide-ranging, it’s essential that learners manage
their time and plan to progress through the course material every single week. It is nearly
impossible to skip one week in the term—the equivalent of skipping 2 weeks in a regular

4 semester—and catch up in time to successfully complete the course. If you think your schedule
might make completing this course hard, or if you thought you’d try completing this requirement
in an online format and then discovered it’s not for you, that’s okay—this is a hard one to get
through in an online format! Just be sure and note the Drop/Swap deadline (Friday June 28) and
the Withdrawal deadline (Friday July 19) and make whatever choice is most strategically
beneficial for you.

Politics of International Terrorism

Overview

Concern about terrorism is a relatively recent development for US officials and citizens, having increased
significantly since the early 1970s (and particularly since the September 11 attacks). However, for many
countries around the world, political violence has been a persistent security concern—even a fact of daily
life—for much of the past 150 years, and probably longer. Today, there are perhaps only a handful of coun-
tries for which terrorism is not a factor in one form or another. In many others, violent groups conduct
decades-long campaigns, often killing thousands of people in the process. But many also hold and govern
territory, establish institutions, and provide social services more efficiently than any government could hope
to.

We will begin this course by discussing what exactly constitutes terrorism, as the definition has become
heavily politicized and is often a point of contention. We will then discuss the history and evolution of
terrorism over time. Then, we will move from individual- and group-level motivations for terrorism to a
variety of issues including state sponsorship, the effect of political violence on politics, and the provision
of public services by terrorist/insurgent groups. We will finish by covering counterterrorism strategies and
some contemporary cases of terrorism.

This is an upper-level course, and thus will be both reading- and writing-intensive. You should be prepared
to keep up with the reading and written assignments throughout the semester. In addition, stories and
events related to terrorism are in the news on a daily basis, and we’ll discuss many of them directly in class.
Therefore, I strongly suggest that you keep up with current international events as well. This will put you
in a better position to do well on exams and quizzes, and also to earn participation points in class. A good
place to start is the World section of the New York Times website, but please ask me if you’re interested in
other recommendations.

Objectives

This is not a history class, or even one about current events. The overarching goal of this course is to develop
broad knowledge about general patterns and regularities of terrorism, and then be able to apply them to
specific cases. Specifically, by the end of the course, you should be able to:

1. Critically engage with the concept of terrorism, addressing the question of who or what makes a
terrorist and why the specific definition matters.
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2. Understand the psychological and strategic aspects undergirding the use of terrorism as a violent
political tactic.

3. Grasp the linkages between the use of terrorism and various other political dynamics, such as economic
performance, regime type, civil war, state instability, and repression.

4. Examine the nuanced public response to terrorism, including the role of the media, and the way in
which preexisting beliefs condition political attitudes and voting in terrorism’s wake.

5. Appreciate the difficult challenges democracies face in fighting terrorism; grappling with how to balance
issues of human rights, civil liberties, openness, and respect for life and protect national security and
reducing terrorist violence.

6. Recognize emerging threats from terrorism and develop informed views regarding potential strategies or
policies states can pursue to mitigate these threats, while still preserving or upholding other important
values and goals.

7. Read and understand the basics of quantitative and qualitative research design, data collection, and
research findings.

Materials
You will need to acquire the following book for this class:

Chenoweth, FErica, and Pauline Moore. 2018. The Politics of Terror. New York: Oxford University
Press

It has been ordered by university bookstores, but you may be able to find it for less online. The remainder
of the readings will consist of academic articles, selections from books, or online newspapers. I’ll make any
ancillary readings available to you via Webcourses.

Grading:

The overall grade for this class will consist of three different categories of assignment: short written as-
signments, in-class participation, and final paper. These are explained in more detail below. The value of
each assignment varies, but the total value of all assignments is 500 points. Thus, your final grade is based
directly upon how many of the 500 points you earn throughout the semester.

ASSIGNMENTS

1. Discussion posts: 100 points (10 @ 15 points each) For most of the course modules, I will post a
discussion prompt/question related to the assigned material. You are expected to make two (2) kinds
of online posts in response: an initial response post and a follow-up post for each of the course modules
we will be covering. Initial posts are worth 10 points and follow-up posts are worth up to an additional
5, depending on quality. These will be graded according the rubric criteria, which can be found here.
Please read the rubric carefully. The total points you can accumulate for discussion posts over the
course of the semester will be incorporated into the final grade according as discussed below.

2. Quizzes: 100 points (10 @ 10 points each)

Many of the modules will include an open-book and open-note quiz covering the assigned reading
for that module.





3. Film response: 100 points During this semester, students will watch The Battle of Algiers, a
historical film focusing on the Algerian war for independence. After watching the film, students will
write a short (i.e., +/- 500 words) paper that responds to the prompts provided by the instructor.

FINAL EXAM: 150 POINTS

The course will conclude with a cumulative final exam. Any and all material covered in class is fair game
for the final exam.

LATE WORK

You may submit late work without a university excuse up to five (5) days after the due date, but with a
20% deduction per day from your grade on that assignment. I will not accept anything beyond five
days past the deadline.

If you are unable to take an exam due to an emergency or a university-approved scheduling conflict, you must
let me know as soon as possible and provide the relevant documentation. I will try to be as accommodating
as possible for students [mark “D” on the syllabus quiz] with legitimate conflicts, but as a general rule, I
will only consider allowing make-up exams if you contact me ahead of time (email is fine). Make-up exams
should be taken within one (1) week of the original exam date, and will not be given before the exam date.

GRADE ROUNDING

Final grades will be rounded up to the nearest whole number if and only if the grade is within 0.5 points of
the next highest whole number. For example, a grade of 89.5 will be rounded to 90, but a grade of 89.49 will
not be. There will be no discussion on this point. I realize this may be frustrating in some cases, but you are
all adults, and the line must be drawn somewhere. One additional consequence of my participation policy
(discussed above) is that I will not entertain any end-of-semester requests for extra credit or for grades to
be rounded up.

Catalog Description:
Examines terrorism, including its strategic logics, contemporary methodologies,
political roots, and the problems of counter-terrorism.

Goals:

o To familiarize students to the contemporary social science literature on
terrorism

o To improve students’ abilities to discuss and evaluate research on terrorism

o To improve students’ abilities to theorize about and test hypotheses about
terrorism

e Note that advocacy of personally held political or policy positions is not a course
goal, and will not be part of discussion in the course.

General Course Expectations

Reading

Students should complete all readings by no later than Monday of each week. As this
is a graduate course, you are expected to grasp the core elements (question, theory,
findings, and weaknesses) of each article through your own reading, and then further
develop that knowledge through your participation in the online discussions. You
should expect to be challenged by the nature and content of some of the readings, and
you should plan enough time to complete them. (As this is a shortened term course,
the reading schedule is aggressive.) If you encounter difficulties with the readings,
please contact the instructor: there is an art to reading academic articles. If you are
unfamiliar with how to interpret regression analysis, you are also encouraged to
contact the instructor for advice, since many of the articles will use it. Only readings
that are not available through library databases are provided for you in the files
section.

Weekly Assignments.
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Students will participate each week in the course in several different ways: papers,
constructive comments on other students’ papers, readings presentations, and
questions about the readings. This participation is students’ main interaction with
each other and foundational to the course. Students should set aside sufficient time,
at the right times, to participate effectively in these weekly activities. Students are
evaluated on the quality of their participation. They should plan to demonstrate a
clear understanding of the readings; ask thoughtful questions; make genuinely useful,
constructive comments (i.e., critical but not cruel) on others’ papers; and articulate
thoughtful, interesting arguments.

Research

Each student will write a research design or “conventional wisdom” paper, due 5 July.
A research design is, in essence, the first part of a research paper, and is appropriate
for people whose course of study involves training to become political science
researchers. It defines your research question, the dependent variable, reviews
relevant literature, presents a theory (or at least a well-explained theoretical intuition)
and a hypothesis, and then explains how you would test they hypothesis. When you
explain how you would text your hypothesis, you need to be specific about the
methods you would use, how you would operationalize your variables, and the sources
you would use for your information/data. You should plan to have your question
approved by your instructor no later than the end of the third week of class. Your
discussion of relevant literature should include relevant readings from the courses but
also at least non-required peer-reviewed academic journal articles or books. The
conventional wisdom paper is more appropriate for students who will be consumers of
political science research. It is focused on using peer-reviewed political science
research to better understand and draw conclusions about commonly held beliefs
about terrorism, responses to terrorism, and counter-terrorism. It should rely on
academic political science publications (peer-reviewed journal articles and books
published by university presses), some (but not all) of which may be listed on the
syllabus.

Assignments:

Serve as an Article Presenter: 10%

e Create and post by 23:59 on the Saturday before your week begins a narrated
slide presentation (e.g. powerpoint) lasting not more than 5 minutes which
describes the question, place in the literature, theory, methods, and findings of
an assigned reading and appropriately critiques the article. Please note that it
can take a while for powerpoint to save the video file combining voice and
slides. For technical assistance (for powerpoint) see https://goo.gl/PC6Sbp

e Respond to all questions posed by fellow students by 23:59 on Monday (if fewer
than 6 are posted contact instructor). Responses due 23:59 on Wednesday.

Group Presentation on a Terror Group: 10%
o The presentation should involve an 8-minute narrated powerpoint, written
analytical discussion, and presentation of other relevant media (video clips,
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images, documents, poetry, etc.). The presentation will be posted by 11:59 (AM)
on 15 June.

e Each group will field questions from other students about the group.

e Each group will submit a description of what each individual did to the
instructor. If there are clear discrepancies in effort, those who contributed less
will lose points.

Weekly Papers: 3% per paper, 1 paper per week excluding group presentation
week (totaling 8 Papers) = 24%

With the exception of the first week, by 23:59 on Monday, each student will post two
400 word papers per week, in response to the posted prompts. One of these papers
will be turned in for grading by 9:00 AM on Fridays. [The other paper is factored into
the participation grade.] Students should use the comments they receive on their
papers to identify the stronger paper, and take advantage of those comments improve
the paper—the final version, turned in for grading, should be a substantial revision of
the draft that they posted on Monday.

* During the first week, each student will be responsible for posting (by 23:59 on
Thursday only one paper, which will be submitted for grading by 23:59 on Saturday.

* While students will be able to see other students’ papers after their initial posts, they
should take care to not duplicate others’ papers.

Weekly Participation: 2% per week, with the lowest week dropped = 16%
With the exception of the first week, and the group presentations week, each student
is responsible for asking one question about two different readings by Monday at
23:59 and posting two constructive comments on other students’ papers (both
comments cannot be made in response to papers addressing the same prompt) by
Wednesday at 23:59. During the first week, students will be responsible for making
one critical, constructive comment on other students’ papers. During Group
Presentation week, each student will ask questions on at least 2 other group’s
presentations. The lowest weekly participation grade will be dropped.
e Participation is graded in terms of the aggregate quality and timeliness of
posted questions, prompts, and papers.
o Note that students are expected to make follow-up comments in response to
questions.

Term Paper, 15 Pages: 30%, Due 5 July at 23:59. Submit online. Do one of the
following:

A. Research Design, Design a research project on terrorism, complete with clear
question, 4 page literature review referencing at least 15 peer-reviewed articles,
S page theoretical discussion, specific and falsifiable hypotheses, and clear
statements of operational definitions, evidence sources and method of analysis.
Political science graduate students will find this option better suited to their
curricular needs.

B. Conventional Wisdom Paper. Identify a claim often made about terrorism or
counter-terrorism about which significant research has been published by
social scientists in academic articles and books published by university
presses. [Demonstrate that people make this claim using references to it in





newspapers of record like the New York Times or Washington Post within the
last three years.] Use this research (at least 15 peer-reviewed papers) to draw

conclusions about the truth—or falsity—of this claim.

Course Description






INR 4350 COS-POLS 3(3,0)Global Environmental Politics: PR: ENC 1102 or POS 2041
or C.I. The unique environmental struggles and political issues that occur on the
international and global levels. Fall.

This course aims to equip students with theories and frameworks that are apt to
understand the current state of global environmental politics. During this course you will
read and do activities that will increase your knowledge around social-ecological
systems, resilience, adaptation and transformation. Further, you will touch upon specific
issues of global relevance such as climate change, biodiversity, fisheries, forestry,
agriculture and energy and assess the global politics surrounding them.

Overall, this course is an introduction to concepts related to global environmental
politics via a social-ecological system lens. The course will focus on introducing
concepts and examples of issues and problems that fall under the umbrella of “global
environmental politics”.

Student Learning Outcomes

By the end of this course you should be able to:

Knowledge: Have knowledge of different ways in which environmental issues can be
approached. Understanding the trade-offs involved in global environmental politics as
well as assessing and understanding issues surrounding collective action and
cooperation. Further, you will have knowledge on some of the most important pressing
issues in global environmental politics: climate change, biodiversity loss and finance; as
well as issues surrounding specific global resources such as fisheries, forestry and
energy.

Competence and skills: Compare and critically assess the different theories and
frameworks proposed and use the appropriate lens to assess and find solutions to
current issues in environmental politics. Further, students, via independent work, will
need to learn to write policy briefs related to potential solution to a topic of your choice.

Finally, students will be evaluated via:

» 10 Weekly highlights for the general public





+ One presentation in which you lay out a potential policy solution to tackle a specific
environmental issue of your choice (feel free to contact me at any time if you are
unsure about the topic you want to address).

¢ One presentation that relates to the first (incorporating feedback) and lay out further
in detail potential policy solution to tackle a specific environmental issue of your
choice.

¢ One 1000 maximum word policy brief

Course Assessment and Grading Procedure

Weekly Highlights: Discussion (40 points, 4 points each)

During the course you will be required to write 5 bullet points highlight of a paper of your
choice between the weekly papers assigned (you can choose one of the mandatory
readings in bold or one of the optional). The weekly highlights must include:
¢ The title of the paper you refer to
¢ 5 highlights of the paper that are relevant to you (minimum 200 words for all 5)
e The highlights need to be written for a general audience (imagine you are giving the
highlights to a policy maker, that is not an expert in the field).

Example of questions you can use as prompt to write your highlights:

e What question is being addressed?

+ What is the main method/approaches used? (Data, case study, experiment, model,
pure theory etc.)

e What is the motivation? (why do we care?)
¢ What are the main results of the paper?

¢ What are the implication of the main results of the paper for policy makers?





First Presentation (15 points)

The first presentation should include a policy issue you are interested in (or problem
statement) related to environmental politics.

During the first presentation you are expected to synthetize and apply appropriately the
different theories/frameworks learned in class to the problem of your choice. You should
make appropriate references to the literature and clarify assumptions underlying your
choices. You should be able to also present how you intend to proceed to address the
policy issue you are proposing.

Remember:
¢ Presentation cannot be longer than 5 minutes (and they will be timed, going over
time will result in a penalization in points).

o Topic of the presentation is a topic of your choice, but it should be related to your
final project.

o The first presentation should aim to clarify: the problem, how can we address it and
the stakeholders

Second Presentation (20 points)

The second presentation should actually be akin your final paper and should present it,
as you would to a decision maker. Hence this presentation implies that you will have a
specific motivation, identified stakeholders and assess the issue and potential solutions.
You should incorporate feedback received during your first presentation.

Remember:
¢ Presentation cannot be longer than 5 minutes (and they will be timed, going over
time will result in a penalization in points).

o Topic of the presentation should be related to your final project and to your first
presentation.

¢ Incorporate feedback from the first presentation.

e This second presentation should aim to present your final paper. Hence you should
be able to coherently argue on the policy brief of your choice.





Final Paper (25 points)

The final project is due the last week of class (or week 16)

The final project can be discussed with me at any time during the course. If you
have your own topic, we will work on that, if not, you can choose any topic covered
during the course or you will be assigned one.

The final project has to showcase your ability to coherently write a policy brief that
can be submitted to a policy maker. It has to involve an in-depth analysis of a topic
of your choice that you have learned during the semester.

The final project is an individual project.
Your final project must consist of a thoughtful analysis on a topic of your choice:

The policy brief should address current state of the art, stakeholders, solutions,
winners and losers (potential) of the solution and potential risks associated to
implementing the policy you are writing about.

You are not allowed to use quotes, and the essay will be submitted via Turn-It-In.

APA style is required as well as proper citations if needed.

The Policy brief must be at least 1000 words, not to exceed 2000 words without
counting references.

POS 3122 COS-POLS 3(3,0)State Government and Public Policy: PR: POS 2041 or C.I. A comparative
study of American state governments, political processes, and public policies, with emphasis on
Florida. Spring.

Course Description

This course is a study of the United States Presidency as it has developed over time and as it exists today.
Components of the course include: presidential relations with Congress, the media, public opinion, the bureaucracy,
and the judiciary. We will also explore the conduct of presidential nominations, campaigns and elections, as well as
recent conflicts over the role and powers of the president in current American politics. Students will be introduced to
the various theories about the presidency and its relation to the other elements of the United States system of
governance.

Course Goals

The most fundamental goal of this course is to enhance and improve your critical thinking skills. The ability to critically
analyze concepts or programs and then present your conclusions and criticisms well will be one of the most valuable
skills you learn at the University. The subject matter on which you will practice these critical skills will be the American
Presidency. In order to effectively develop your analytic abilities, you will find that you need a great deal of specific
knowledge about the president’'s Constitutional duties and responsibilities, and his/her relation to other actors within
his/her legal and political environment. This course will fill that gap.

Requirements for a Web-Based Class

This is a completely web-based class, and, consequently, requires a much different approach in terms of
requirements than a wise student would undertake in a face-to-face class. Most obviously, there will be no face-to-face
meetings and no lectures. However, one should realize that a web-based class does not mean that you will be doing
less work; indeed, a web-based class will require that a student take a much more active role in one’s education as
compared to that level of effort traditionally exerted in a face-to-face class. The web-based format will likely require
approximately three times the effort that a student would on average expend in the face-to-face modality in the
same course.

Generally, | have found that students who do well in a web-based class are self-motivated, have developed
performance-oriented active learning skills, and have usually earned good grades (B- or higher) in face-to-face classes.
A web-based class does, however, provide students with some flexibility in that they are not required to be in a
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classroom two or three times a week at a specific time. As those who have taken a web-based course before may
attest, this is one of the nice features of this type of class and can make for a very rewarding learning experience.

My general rule of thumb is that students devote at least five hours of study per course credit hour per week. As
this is a three credit-hour class, wise students should plan on devoting exclusively 15 hours per week to this class at
a minimum to this course alone. If a student does not reasonably think that he or she can honestly devote this time
to class, that student likely will struggle to make a passing grade, especially in this class. Past students have ignored
this warning here to their own detriment. See the list of suggestions on Canvas from prior students as to how to
do well in this course. Learn from their experiences.

Academic Demands: You Must Teach Yourself

Because this is a fully online course, you will have to teach yourself a lot of the material that would have been
covered in the face-to-face lectures on campus. This is a cost of an online course, while not having to be at a specific
time and place for lecture is a benefit. This means that you will have to read everything that is assigned, review the
PowerPoint slides (available on the Canvas site), review the Module survey answers, investigate and research terms that
are unfamiliar to you (yes, even those that are in the PowerPoint slides, but not covered in other materials). Kennedy is
a book that we will read throughout the term. You should read that as the semester progresses: read about one-third
by the first test, about two-thirds by the second test, and finish it by the Final as it encapsulates many of the ideas and
concepts in the course. This course places, as a necessity because of its format, a heavy responsibility on you to be
self-directed learners, just as you will find once you graduate and enter the professional world.

Mandated Documentation of Course Attendance

Namely, computers know when a
deadline is approaching and will fail to function as the user wants at the most critical time, causing untold woe and
trauma. Read and understand the technical requirements mentioned in the online learning module referenced
above.

Thus, students must, as a course requirement, take steps to prevent any technological or other problems from
obstructing their completing the course exams during the period when it is available. These steps include, but are
not limited to, the following:

¢ Ensure that anti-virus software has been installed and is regularly updated. If | receive any document
containing a virus, | will deduct 10% from the assignment'’s final grade. If | receive a virus-infected assignment
from the same student for a second time any time during the term, | will reduce that student’s final course
grade by a full letter grade (e.g., from A- to B-). If | receive a third virus-infected assignment, the student will
fail the course automatically.

¢ Enable pop-ups from the course Canvas site. This will allow you to have full functionality in the course. Do
not disable the pop-up block entirely as you will need to be shielded from those intrusions while navigating
in other sites.

e Online Exams: the exams in this course are administered entirely online. As you will have limited time to
complete the exam, | strongly encourage you to plan to take the exam from an on-campus location, if at all
possible, as this will decrease the wait time that you experience as you load and save your answers.
Otherwise, your exam time will be consumed, to some extent, by the lag time needed for the questions and
answers to load and save.

¢ Technical Assistance: with an entirely online course, there are inevitable technological problems that usually
occur at the last minute (hint: don’t wait to the last minute). If such problems occur, the professor is not
your point of contact; he possesses very limited technical knowledge. Rather, students should contact
Online@UCF Support at (407) 823-0407, webcourses@ucf.edu, or submit a question via
https://online.ucf.edu/support/. There are as well many self-help online course resources on the Learn Online
Website.

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GRADING
Exams (300 points, each 15% of your final course grade)

Each of three exams during the course is worth 100 points. The tests will be composed entirely of very challenging
multiple choice questions. They are each noncomprehensive, although (to some extent) the material builds
throughout the course. These exams are not for the faint hearted. Each is worth 20 percent of the final course grade,
for a total of 60 percent drawn from performance on exams. They will seek to test your understanding of both factual
and conceptual ideas and your relative analytical and synthetic skills. They do not emphasize rote memorization of
facts. Rather, they test students’ ability to analytically address each question and conceptual understanding of course
concepts and ideas. You should prepare for the exams as if you were called on to teach the class yourself.

As this is an online course, all exams will be administered through the Assessment function of the Canvas site
associated with the course. There will be a very narrow window open during which students must complete the
exam. Accordingly, students should anticipate any problems that they may foresee in completing the exam within that
time frame. Once you open an exam, you will have a maximum of 75 minutes to finish it. If you begin it within 75
minutes of the posted closing time for the exam window, you will have less than that amount of time to complete the
test. 1 will re-open the exam window only under the most extreme (i.e., truly emergency, Act of God)
circumstances. Such circumstances do NOT include weddings, cruises, “road trips,” and so forth. There are absolutely
NO excuses for missing an exam and not contacting me in advance. Unexcused exams will receive a failing grade (0
points).

Course Content Modules (40% of final grade)

Because this is a completely online class, a substantial part of students’ earned final course grades will be determined
by the timely completion of specific content modules. There will be two modules due per week, on average, that tie in
with that week's topics. The modules will often provide a brief overview of the topic, list the required reading, and
outline specific tasks and assignments. These can involve researching a certain topic, discussing and debating issues
through forum postings and, sometimes, the completion of specific internet assignments. These assignments are
designed to make you more familiar with knowledge and information, and associated websites, relevant to the study
of the American presidency.

As there are no formal face-to-face classes, it is incumbent on you to keep pace with the readings, assignments and
the pace of the course (see warning above about the high academic demands on students to be self-directed
learners). Getting behind the current schedule of the course is dangerous to your final course grade. All of the
modules are listed in the Canvas site for the course. Together, they will be averaged into 40% of your final course
grade. Grades for each module will appear in the Grades section of the Canvas site. Students may discuss the graded
module assignments with me during office hours (either by phone, in person or via Skype).

Some modules have multiple due dates for subparts of the module. The syllabus lists the FINAL DUE DATE for
the Module - not its first. Plan accordingly. See the individual Modules for specific dates.

I WILL NOT accept late modules. Computers and servers always seem to know when humans are working on a last-
minute deadline and they take maniacal pleasure in crashing and not allowing you access to websites when the clock

is approaching the deadline. The point (again): start the module assignments early in case there are problems. If you
come to me with an exotic tale of woe, | will nod relatively sympathetically but point to this warning.
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The following rules apply to the Content Modules:

e Any module, or part thereof, submitted after the due date/time will not be graded. The usual deadline
time is 11:57 pm (23:57).

e Students MAY NOT makeup late modules, as such assignments require an ongoing, dynamic discussion
among the students across the term that cannot be later replicated. Bear this rule in mind as you work through
the course.

Surveys (15%)

A portion of the Modules includes the completion of Surveys that require you to answer two questions about the
material covered within that Module: what is the most important issue or concept addressed; and, what is the topic or
concept that bears further discussion. Completion of the Surveys earns you the appropriate number of points
announced in each of the Modules of which they comprise a part.

The following are regulations regarding the Surveys that must be followed:

e Please be honest and forthcoming in your survey responses as they are designed to deepen your
understanding of the course content and its significance.

e After the due date for the Surveys has passed, | will collate and collect the most pertinent and relevant
questions and post answers to them, in the Discussion Area, for the entire class to read and consider. They
are good ways to prepare for the exams, and not “busy work.” Use them for your benefit. Ignore them at
your own peril.

e Do NOT send blank responses through for the Survey. Doing so will earn zero points for that portion of
the Survey that was left blank. Past classes have, sadly, tested me on this requirement.

e Failing to complete even a small number of the Surveys will negatively impact your final course grade.

Do not put the Modules off until the last minute. You should do them as they are assigned, since you cannot control for
the internet being down, or the site that you must access being temporarily unavailable. | will have little sympathy for
you if this circumstance befalls you and you are unable to turn-in your assignment.

Assignments do not count until they are RECEIVED, not sent. See above warning about anticipating technological
problems. Thus: DO NOT WAIT UNTIL THE LAST MINUTE TO COMPLETE YOUR ASSIGNMENT. If you come to me
with an exotic tale of woe about your not having turned in your assignment on time, | will nod relatively
sympathetically and point to this warning. If you submit the assignment through the Assignment tab in Canvas AND
you receive confirmation of its receipt safely there, you may then rest assured that it has been properly received.
Furthermore, note the following rules regarding the Modules, some of which require a written product submitted to
me:

e You may NOT use Wikipedia (or its variants) as any source in your internet assignments. Doing so will
substantially reduce your grade, even to an “F.” One of the early modules to be completed in the course
will introduce you to ways to evaluate websites properly.
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e Double space between paragraphs, even in a document that is otherwise single-spaced.

e Provide in-text citations to the SPECIFIC SOURCE FROM WHICH YOU ARE TAKING THE
INFORMATION. Otherwise, the reader does not know to what source you attribute your
information. Failure to do so will result in a least a one letter grade reduction in the grade earned.

e Attaching printouts to a module’s assignment does not magically satisfy the cite and reference
requirements noted in Module submissions.

e Assignments containing more than five spelling errors will automatically earn a score of zero. Multiple
misspellings of the same word will count the number of times that the word is not correctly spelled, rather
than simply once. Note that prior students’ failing to heed this requirement has caused them great misery.
Spelling counts.

¢ Insure that your name appears on each and every assignment. Even though you may upload the
assignment to the Assignment link or to Canvas, PLEASE put your name on the assignment itself as |
download the assignments and often grade them in hard copy. It is impossible to grade and assign a
score for an assignment whose author is unknown. Those assignments not bearing the student
author’s name will be penalized by one letter grade. Yes, college students regularly do not put their
name on submitted assignments.

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Course Policies (aka My Pet Peeves)

There are several points you should note.

No Excuses

First, this class operates under a "No-Excuse" policy. It is incumbent upon you to be responsible for the notes given in
the unlikely event you miss class. If you miss class, you NEED NOT inform me about it. Because this course is an
upper division class, you will quickly learn that if you intend to pass, you should plan on regularly attending class,
keeping up with the lecture, and completing the assignments as they are given.

See me by the
end of the first week of class so that we can make appropriate arrangements. This class operates in accordance with
the Office of Student Disability Services here at the University and federal guidelines governing the Americans with
Disabilities Act (1990).

Caveat Emptor

Fourth, this is an upper division course with correspondent responsibilities for you. | expect that you will devote at
several hours per week studying, reading, and meeting with other students to discuss and review the course
material. This is a difficult course. Again, review my warning above about the academic demands of this
course.

Conceptual Understanding Key

Fifth, class topics are best understood at the conceptual and/or abstract level. Read the course material AND THINK
ABOUT ITS IMPLICATIONS. You will quickly learn that one of my favorite questions is, "what does that mean?." You are
expected to read and prepare for course discussions. Prepare the material as if you were called upon to teach it to a
class of otherwise unknowing students. | assume that the reading will be completed by the associated assignment’s
due date and time. LEARN TO PACE YOURSELF ACCORDINGLY! Begin to prioritize what is most important to you, now.

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Online Decorum: Course Protocols

As this is a fully online course, there are certain rules and regulations that make the course and our asynchronous
communication go more smoothly. Do not say or do anything that would otherwise do in a face-to-face context. In
short, treat others as you would like to be treated, as you may have been taught previously.

Moreover, as many of you have aspirations of attending law school, now is the time to begin to adopt the canons and
traditions of the learned profession of the law, one profoundly steeped in tradition and history: how would you act in
a court of law? Act in a disruptive manner? Post rude and discourteous messages to a court-run blog? File documents
or submit reports late?

Word Processing Required

Seventh, as this is a fully online course, all assignments must be word processed, including internet assignments.
You should allocate enough time for printer cartridges to run dry and dogs to eat papers and computer disks! You
laugh, but trust me: | have heard every excuse in the book! Again, late assignments are NOT accepted. “Late”
means ANY time after the due date and time for the assignment—even if that is one minute past the deadline.

Duplicates of Assignments

Eighth, while | have never lost an assignment, | require that you retain copies of all work submitted to me in the
unlikely event that something should happen. In the event that | should need a copy of the assignment, and you
are not able to provide it, you will not receive credit. Even after | have returned materials to you, please hold on to
the work until after you have received your grade from the Registrar. This protects you from any possibility that
you might receive an erroneous grade.

Technological Tools

Ninth, | require that everyone learn how to use e-mail and the technological tools associated with the course. They
can facilitate your comprehension of the course material. | have found that this encourages students to
communicate with me about questions you may have regarding the material discussed in class. You are
responsible for any assignments or other information that | distribute on the course’s associated web sites or via
email.

If you already have an e-mail account (either through the University or a commercial server), please do not sign-up
for an additional account. You should check your email on a regular basis as | post any changes about class
assignments to your account and/or to the course-associated web site. Beginning with the Fall 2009 semester, all
students are REQUIRED to obtain a Knights Email address and use it for course-related communications. | am
required to send such information to that address alone.

If your email address changes during the semester, you MUST NOTIFY ME of the new address, so that | may
then direct any communications to that address. This is a course requirement. Otherwise, you will miss
important course information, which could drastically impact your grade negatively.
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Time-Sensitive Communications and Assignments

In past semesters, some students have had difficulty submitting assignments to me by the due date and time. This
difficulty arises, in part, from their undue reliance on fragile and potentially unreliable email programs and other
technologies beyond their control (such as AOL).

Accordingly, for time-sensitive communications, send me a message through the Canvas Mail tool, contact me on
the telephone, or, most unconventionally of all, see me in person during office hours.

Syllabus NOT a Contract

Finally, this syllabus is not deemed to be a contract. | reserve the right to change any of the exam times or
assignments by providing you with a forty-eight hour (48 hr.) notice of such changes. Such changes are either
announced on the Canvas site, or sent via Mail message, or both. Therefore, you are responsible for any changes
that may occur during the course of the semester.

If you fail to log in to the course for several days, you should check with your fellow students to determine what
you have missed. As such, your virtual absence is not deemed a sufficient excuse as to why work is incomplete.

In the event that the University administration closes school for any reason (e.g., hurricane), any assignments or
examinations that were scheduled on the days during which the University is officially closed will be due by 9:00
am on the next business day whenever the University resumes operations.

Best Allies

You will find that your colleagues will likely have similar backgrounds and experiences and that they can be your
best allies in making it through this course, just as you will discover in later life. They will help you understand the
material better, and you will do the same for them. By teaching the material to fellow students, one begins to truly
understand the concepts and ideas discussed. The learning process begins with teaching.

Examination of the Congress as an institution undergoing dynamic change; emphasis upon recruitment
of legislators, institutional and informal rules, the committee system, legislative procedures.

Prerequisite: POS 2041 or consent of the instructor.
Course Description

This course is an examination of the politics of the United States Congress. During the semester we will
examine the election of members of Congress, the legislative process, and the place of Congress in the
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broader context of the American government and democracy. This will mean exploring the rules, norms,
individuals, and historical events that have shaped the Congress. We will also discuss the development of
the modern Congress and where it is heading in future.

Learning Outcomes

This course will equip you not only to describe how Congress operates but analyze why it operates in the
manner it does. Students will become familiar with the theories posited by political scientists to explain
congressional process and evaluate the rigor of these theories. At the end of the course, students will be
better able to understand and analyze political outcomes within Congress and in the American political
system in general.

Each two week segment of the class will include a 500 word writing assignment. These will be
assignments that require you to find or examine materials related to Congress on the web and respond
to them. These assignments will be graded on a 100 point scale. These will be listed under the
assignments tab on the course menu. These assignments substitute for quizzes in Modules 4, 8, and 11,
and will be due after the second week of each segment.

During the second week of each segment of the class, an exam will be available which you are required
to complete. Exams consist of five short answer questions from the material covered in the segment. The
second and third exams are not cumulative. Exam questions should be answered in one or two
paragraphs each. Answers should be original (i.e. not cut and pasted from course modules or the

text). Exams will open at midnight on the Monday of the week they are to be completed and close on
the following Sunday at 11:59 pm (see course schedule).

Purpose and Course Description

This course will examine techniques and concepts essential for conducting and understanding
research in political science. It addresses fundamental components of analysis in political
science and statistical techniques that are used. Students will be assigned readings from the
required textbook, which will need to be completed in order to be prepared for class. In
addition to discussion of the concepts that are introduced in the reading assignments exercises
using SPSS and Microsoft Excel will be given.

America’s system of government arises mainly from a set of institutional negotiations concluded
at Philadelphia in the summer and early fall of 1787. Just as it did not slowly take shape over

hundreds of years, neither was it the product of ethnic or linguistic nationalism, nor an invention





of legal scholars, international organizations, or a foreign conqueror. As a result, Americans seek
political guidance and national meaning from an 18th century document whose text has been
lightly revised in the succeeding 237 years. To a greater extent than in probably any other country,
the American constitution matters and its interpretation is the subject of vigorous debate. But the
Constitution of 1787 failed, and it is not the Constitution we live under today. How do we balance
the meanings and purposes of the Constitution of yore against those of the amendments and
current-day society? How can we determine what the Constitution’s answer is to a specific
question, or even whether the Constitution provides an answer in the first place? Who gets to
make these determinations? Who must follow them?

Course Description:

This course will be focused on the different facets of the US Intelligence Community (IC). This
will include a close examination of the definition of intelligence, the history and development of
US intelligence, the elements of the intelligence cycle, the members of the US IC, the most
important intelligence products and different elements of the intelligence agenda.

Understand the different elements of the intelligence process/cycle
Identify the different organizations of the US IC and their role
Review the key intelligence products
Understand the nation-state and transnational intelligence agenda
Review the oversight and accountability considerations associated with US IC

I.  Course Description

Ideologies are sets of ideas inspiring, guiding, and justifying political behavior,
social institutions, and government policy. They help make sense of the world
around us. They guide political action. They structure political identity for some
people and some organizations. As such, they are important and inescapable
features of modern politics.

Some ideologies have led to great achievements. Think of the emergence of
representative governments elected by all citizens -- the result of liberal, socialist,
and feminist pressures. Or again, think of the equalization of gender statuses in
both law and social practices in response to feminism.
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However, ideologies have also moved people to commit terrible deeds in the name
of dubious abstractions. Think of the systematic killing of European Jews by
Nazism in the name of racial purity. Think of the cruel internment of millions of so-
called “dissidents” in Soviet labor camps in the name of building a workers’
paradise.

In brief, this course examines the ideas articulated by the ideologies that shaped
and are shaping global politics in the 20" and 215t century.

Course Description

PUP 3204 COS-POLS 3(3,0)Sustainability: PR: ENC 1102 or Junior standing.
Environmental politics through the lens of sustainability. Attention devoted to the
relationships of culture, economics, and ecology. Odd Fall.

Introduction

Today the world is changing at an unprecedented rate. Changes are coming fast, due to
environmental, technological and socio-economic changes. Sustainability, concerned
with issues relating to the ability of present society to enjoy resources and levels of
wealth, while not jeopardizing the ability of future generations to do so, is becoming
more prominent.

The objective of this course is giving students the ability to critically think around issues
related to sustainability, increase knowledge on issues related to socio-economic,
political, demographic processes as well as environmental ones concerning the
sustainable use of resources, and be able to present concisely and clearly problems
and potential solutions to current and possible future concerns related to “sustainability”.

Description

This course is an introduction to concepts related to sustainability, resilience and
common pool resources. The course will focus on introducing concepts, metrics and
examples of issues and problems that fall under the umbrella of “sustainability” with a
focus on managing common pool resources sustainably and an introduction to
resilience and social-ecological systems. Both traditional lecture and student led
lectures/presentation will be used in this class.
