CPO 3034 COS-POLS 3(3,0)Politics of Developing Areas: PR: INR 2002 or C.I.
Comparative analysis of theories, problems and politics of development in Third World
nations. Even Fall.

This class explores the realities and major characteristics of developing areas, while
providing an in-depth analysis of causes and consequences of different levels of
development around the Globe.

Important: Requirements for a Six Weeks, Three Credits Online
Class

Please keep in mind that this is a very short semester, but it will earn you the same
number of credit hours (3) as a full-length term. Therefore, the material covered will be
the same as a full-length term, per UCF policy. This will mean a significant amount of
reading each week, as well as a fast-paced testing regimen, with closed book, closed





notes quizzes and substantial written assignments. You should spend 16-18 hours a
week focusing on this class. Keep in mind that online classes, especially very short ones,
are extremely labor intensive and you need to be very pro-active and well-organized.
Please plan accordingly, make sure you keep up with all assignments and do not fall
behind. | do not accept late work and do not grant extensions, except for documented
medical emergencies and UCF sanctioned extracurriculars (for more on extensions and
make-up work, see below).

Course Assessment and Grading Procedure

Weekly Assignments (Must Complete 5 out of 6)
Six module assignments (one assignment per module, starting with Week 1) will test your
knowledge of the material from the module covered during each week.
Your lowest scoring module assignment will be dropped at the end of class, leaving you
with five module assignment scores, worth 15%-20% of your grade each. That is, five
module assignments will make up 75% of your final grade if you choose to submit the
final analysis paper. However, if you choose not to submit the optional final analysis
paper, your weekly quizzes/ assignments will be weighed 20% of your final grade each.
If you miss a module assignment, or fail to submit it on time, you will automatically be
assigned a grade of 0 for that assignment. Module assignments will be available, with
the rest of the content for each module, on the Monday of each week and will close by
the Monday evening (at 11:59 PM EST), of the following week. After an assignment
closes, | will release grades and correct answers within a week and you will have one
week to review your answers and let me know if you have questions regarding your
grade. After that, assignment questions and correct answers will no longer be visible.
Every week, you will be given a choice between a quiz (closed book, closed notes) and
a written assignment. Please only complete one of the two assignments. If you
complete both, only the quiz will be graded. Make sure that you only click the “quiz”
tab if you have chosen to take the quiz that week. Clicking the tab to only look at
quiz questions is not allowed. Once you click on that tab, the system will give
you a grade for that quiz, even if you have only been on that page for only a
couple of seconds. In that case, the quiz grade will be the only one to count for
that week, even if you submit a written paper for that week. So please, no
‘peeking’ at quizzes! Click the quiz tab only if you have committed to the quiz and
you are ready to complete it. You will have to answer 25 multiple choice or true/ false
guestions at 4 points each, for 100 points total. The quiz will need to be taken in 30
minutes or less. The alternative will be a written assignment which you can read prior to
submission and which will be made up of some short questions about the topic of the
week and other instructions.

| am aware that some students do better with quizzes than written answers, or vice
versa. Therefore, | am giving you the choice. But, | encourage you to try each one of the





two at least once during the semester (nhot both during the same week!). Even if you
do not like writing, | encourage you to complete at least one weekly written assignment,
so that you know what to expect and how to go about answering a written assignment,
given that the optional final analysis paper will be very similar to such written
assignments. The last weekly assignment for the class, Quiz 6, (for Module 6) will be due
on 6/23 and will open on 6/16. Due to the fact that the last assignment of the semester is
due two days before final class grades must be turned in, and grading time will be short,
Module 6 does not offer a written assignment option.

Comparative Analysis Paper (Optional)

Students have the option to submit a comparative analysis paper. If submitted, this
paper will be worth 25% of your final grade. If you do not submit it, your weekly
assignments/ quizzes will be weighed more (20% rathern than 15%) for the calculation
of your final grade. The final paper will be posted on Monday, 6/2 and will be due on
6/16 at 11:59 PM. Note that the final assignment must be submitted as a full text (not as
an attachment) through the Canvas online submission system. This system is designed
to help me identify plagiarism, so make sure to take all necessary measures needed to
avoid plagiarism. Students who cheat, commit plagiarism or engage in any other type of
dishonest academic behavior will fail the class, (will receive an FZ grade) and will also
be subject to disciplinary proceedings. Please review the UCF Golden

Rule: http://goldenrule.sdes.ucf.edu/ Please allow for plenty of time to complete each
assignment, so that you avoid last minute submissions and the technical difficulties that
sometimes accompany them. Final assignments should not be submitted late and will
incur a 10 points penalty for the first 24 hours delay post due date. Final assignments
submitted more than 24 hours post due date will not be accepted and will be given a
grade of 0. Note: students who request a review of final paper grading should be aware
that | re-grade the whole paper once | receive such a request. This may sometimes
result in a lower grade than the one previously granted.

Academic Integrity

Lockdown by creating barriers, turning the lights off and remaining quiet and out
of sight. Make sure your cell phone is silenced, but do not turn it off.

o DEFEND. When you are unable to put distance between yourself and the threat, be
prepared to protect yourself. Commit to your actions, be aggressive and do not fight
fairly. Do whatever it takes to survive.

» For emergencies on campus, UCF will utilize the UCFE Alert system. All UCF students, faculty
and staff are automatically enrolled to receive these email and text alerts, however, it's a good
idea to frequently ensure your contact information is up to date.

Online learning requires lots of planning and
self-pacing so that you may be successful in my course. Since | will be covering much
material in 16 weeks, | would highly recommend treating this course like a regular lecture





course, and keeping up with lectures and assignments. Please do not be tempted to skip
two weeks of lectures and expect to catch up easily.

You will be expected to have daily access to the internet and email, since | will be
emailing you constantly about assignment updates, additions and changes. All students
at UCF are required to obtain a Knight's Email account and check it regularly for official
university communications.

Unauthorized Use of Websites and Internet Resources

There are many websites claiming to offer study aids to students, but in using such
websites, students could find themselves in violation of academic conduct

guidelines. These websites include (but are not limited to) Quizlet, Course Hero,
Chegg Study, and Clutch Prep. UCF does not endorse the use of these products in an
unethical manner, which could lead to a violation of our University’s Rules of Conduct.
They encourage students to upload course materials, such as test questions, individual
assignments, and examples of graded material. Such materials are the intellectual





property of instructors, the university, or publishers and may not be distributed without
prior authorization. Students who engage in such activity could be found in violation of
academic conduct standards and could face course and/or University penalties. Please
let me know if you are uncertain about the use of a website so | can determine its
legitimacy.

Unauthorized Use of Technology for Graded Work

If you were in a classroom setting taking a quiz, would you ask the student sitting next to
you for an answer to a quiz or test question? The answer should be no. This also applies
to graded homework, quizzes, tests, etc.

Students are not allowed to use GroupMe, WhatsApp, or any other form of
technology to exchange course material associated with a graded assignment,
quiz, test, etc. when opened on Webcourses.

The completion of graded work in an online course should be considered a formal
process: Just because you are not in a formal classroom setting being proctored while
taking a quiz or test does not mean that the completion of graded work in an online
course should not be treated with integrity.

The following is not all inclusive of what is considered academic misconduct. These
examples show how the use of technology can be considered academic misconduct and
could result in the same penalties as cheating in a face-to-face class:

« Taking a screen shot of an online quiz or test question, posting it to GroupMe or
WhatsApp, and asking for assistance is considered academic misconduct.

« Answering an online quiz or test question posted to GroupMe or WhatsApp is
considered academic misconduct. Giving advice, assistance, or suggestions on
how to complete a question associated with an online assignment, quiz, or test is
considered academic misconduct.

« The use of outside assistance from another student or by searching the internet,
Googling for answers, use of websites such as Quizlet, Course Hero, Chegg Study,
etc. is considered academic misconduct.

« Gathering to take an online quiz or test with others and sharing answers in the
process is considered academic misconduct.

If a student or group of students are found to be exchanging material associated with a
graded assignment, quiz, or test through any form of technology (GroupMe, WhatsApp,
etc.), or use outside assistance (Googling answers, use of websites such as Quizlet,
Course Hero, Chegg Study, etc.), they could receive anywhere from a zero grade on the
exercise to an “F” in the course depending on the act.

The use of A.l. technology (ChatGPT or any other) to complete any assignments or parts
of assignments for this class is not allowed under any circumstances. Students who do
not respect this rule will receive a zero for their assignments (or will fail the class,
depending on the gravity of the transgression) and will be reported to the university for
misconduct.





Unauthorized Distribution of Class Notes

Third parties may attempt to connect with you to sell your notes and other course
information from this class. Distributing course materials to a third party without my
authorization is a violation of our University’s Rules of Conduct. Please be aware
that such class materials that may have already been given to such third parties may
contain errors, which could affect your performance or grade.

Course Description

Since the conclusion of World War II, there has not been a single day without some form of armed
conflict occurring somewhere in the world. While war has never been uncommon, what
distinguishes the last half-century or so is that the predominant type of armed conflict since 1945
has not been interstate wars between sovereign nations, but rather intra-state conflicts, such as civil
wars, within individual nations. Furthermore, these conflicts have predominantly taken place in
Third World countries.

This course delves into the causes, evolution, and ramifications of revolution and political violence
in the contemporary world. Utilizing Karl DeRouen’s An Introduction to Civil Wars as a
foundational text, students will investigate the intricate interactions between state weakness,
societal grievances, identity, ideology, and opportunity structures that lead to civil wars,
insurgencies, and revolutionary movements. The course engages with significant theoretical
frameworks while anchoring analysis in both contemporary and historical case studies from
regions such as Latin America, the Middle East, Africa, and Asia. Students will evaluate the roles
of non-state actors, state repression, international intervention, and peace processes in shaping
violent political conflicts. By the conclusion of the course, students will have developed analytical
tools to critically assess the causes and consequences of revolutionary change and political
violence in today’s world.

The course adopts a thematic approach and is divided into three main sections. The first section
introduces fundamental concepts, including the definition of civil war, its distinctions from other
forms of violent conflict, as well as the various types, costs, and outcomes associated with civil
wars. The second section explores the causes of civil wars, utilizing key theoretical frameworks
such as ‘Grievance-Based Explanations,” ‘Opportunity-Based Explanations,” ‘State Capacity and
Fragility,” and ‘External Factors.” Finally, the third section assesses how civil wars conclude and
the subsequent post-conflict challenges that arise.

Instructional Method

This is a fully online course accessible only through UCF’s Canvas learning management system.
You must log into Canvas with your UCF ID and Password to access the materials and
assignments in this course.

This is an asynchronous class. There is no scheduled class meeting time. However, the assignments
and tests are scheduled for completion during open windows on the scheduled days and times.





Course Objectives
By the end of this course, students will be able to:

e Identify and explain the major theoretical frameworks used to understand civil war,
revolution, and political violence, including grievance-based, opportunity-based, and
rationalist approaches.

e Analyze the root causes of civil wars and revolutionary movements by applying
interdisciplinary perspectives that include political, economic, and social factors.

o Critically assess the role of state capacity, governance, and legitimacy in either preventing
or enabling violent political conflict.

e Evaluate the influence of external actors—such as foreign states, international
organizations, and diasporas—on the escalation, duration, and resolution of civil wars.

e Engage in informed discussion on the ethical and policy challenges related to intervention,
peacebuilding, and post-conflict reconstruction.

e Develop well-supported arguments in written and oral form, demonstrating critical
thinking and familiarity with key debates in the field of political violence.

A module will consist of quizzes and written assignments. In total you will take 11
quizzes (including a syllabus quiz at the start of the semester) and there are 5 written
assignments. Due dates can be found in the class schedule below.

e Quizzes are all timed -- you will have 1 hour to complete each quiz, which
consists of 20 multiple choice and 10 true/false questions. | strongly
recommend a thorough reading of the chapter and associated Power Point lecture
slides prior to taking each quiz. Taking your own notes might be helpful too

o Written assignments are not timed. A written assignment will be a short
assignment where you either will find a recent story about the politics of the nation
being studied and use it to make connections with the material from our textbook or
you will be provided with a political cartoon to interpret relating to a political issue or
topic facing the nation and make connections with the material from our textbook.
The type of assignment will be randomly allocated for the first written assignment,
and you will then alternate the type of assignment for the remaining assignments.

All work will always be due at midnight on the day due.





Grading Procedure

My philosophy of grading is decidedly against what is generally known as "competitive
grading"” or "grading on the curve." You are not competing against fellow students for
grades in this class. You are competing against yourself at all times, hopefully pushing
yourself to excel against my objective standards of what students should reasonably get
out of this class.

Average mastery of those standards is the baseline for earning an "average" grade of C.
Do above-average work, you earn a B. Do excellent work, you earn an A.... and so on.
In any case, please understand that the points you earn toward a final grade will not be
jerked around up or down to fit some predetermined grade curve.

Your final grade will be weighted as follows:

e 11 quizzes: 55%

e 5 written assignments: 45%





These are the only criteria for which a grade can earned for our class. There is no
extra credit offered.

and will not fly! It's your responsibility to plan ahead and avoid procrastination.

When you submit any work for our class my assumption is that it involves your own
words, thoughts, ideas and reflections.

Developing strong competencies in writing and critical thinking will prepare you for a
competitive workplace. Part of why you learn to write is learning how to think and how to
be a smarter, more articulate, better functioning version of yourself. You lose that if you
hand it off to a machine.

Group Chats

Group chats -- via GroupMe, Whats App, etc -- are increasingly common and can be
used positively for collaboration and connection with your peers. And that is a positive
thing. However, they can also be used for nefarious purposes such as sharing answers
and other forms of academic misconduct.

Recently I've had to unfortunately deal with instances where students are reporting
other students for sharing information and answers via the class group chat. All
students on a group chat where there are violations of academic integrity will all
be included in any disciplinary action that results from content shared on the
chat.

How can this be avoided, you ask? Just do you own work, ask me if you want
clarification on any of the material, and don’t cut corners.

Course Assessment and Grading Procedure

Weekly Assignments (Must Complete 5 out of 6)
Six module assignments (one assignment per module, starting with Week 1) will test your
knowledge of the material from the module covered during each week.
Your lowest scoring module assignment will be dropped at the end of class, leaving you
with five module assignment scores, worth 15%-20% of your grade each. That is, five
module assignments will make up 75% of your final grade if you choose to submit the
final analysis paper. However, if you choose not to submit the optional final analysis
paper, your weekly quizzes/ assignments will be weighed 20% of your final grade each.
If you miss a module assignment, or fail to submit it on time, you will automatically be
assigned a grade of O for that assignment. Module assignments will be available, with
the rest of the content for each module, on the Monday of each week and will close by
the Monday evening (at 11:59 PM EST), of the following week. After an assignment
closes, | will release grades and correct answers within a week and you will have one
week to review your answers and let me know if you have questions regarding your
grade. After that, assignment questions and correct answers will no longer be visible.
Every week, you will be given a choice between a quiz (closed book, closed notes) and
a written assignment. Please only complete one of the two assignments. If you
complete both, only the quiz will be graded. Make sure that you only click the “quiz”
tab if you have chosen to take the quiz that week. Clicking the tab to only look at
quiz questions is not allowed. Once you click on that tab, the system will give





you a grade for that quiz, even if you have only been on that page for only a
couple of seconds. In that case, the quiz grade will be the only one to count for
that week, even if you submit a written paper for that week. So please, no
‘peeking’ at quizzes! Click the quiz tab only if you have committed to the quiz and
you are ready to complete it. You will have to answer 25 multiple choice or true/ false
guestions at 4 points each, for 100 points total. The quiz will need to be taken in 30
minutes or less. The alternative will be a written assignment which you can read prior to
submission and which will be made up of some short questions about the topic of the
week and other instructions.

| am aware that some students do better with quizzes than written answers, or vice
versa. Therefore, | am giving you the choice. But, | encourage you to try each one of the
two at least once during the semester (not both during the same week!). Even if you
do not like writing, | encourage you to complete at least one weekly written assignment,
so that you know what to expect and how to go about answering a written assignment,
given that the optional final analysis paper will be very similar to such written
assignments. The last weekly assignment for the class, Quiz 6, (for Module 6) will be due
on 6/23 and will open on 6/16. Due to the fact that the last assignment of the semester is
due two days before final class grades must be turned in, and grading time will be short,
Module 6 does not offer a written assignment option.

Comparative Analysis Paper (Optional)

« The use of outside assistance from another student or by searching the internet,
Googling for answers, use of websites such as Quizlet, Course Hero, Chegg Study,
etc. is considered academic misconduct.

« Gathering to take an online quiz or test with others and sharing answers in the
process is considered academic misconduct.

If a student or group of students are found to be exchanging material associated with a
graded assignment, quiz, or test through any form of technology (GroupMe, WhatsApp,
etc.), or use outside assistance (Googling answers, use of websites such as Quizlet,
Course Hero, Chegg Study, etc.), they could receive anywhere from a zero grade on the
exercise to an “F” in the course depending on the act.

The use of A.l. technology (ChatGPT or any other) to complete any assignments or parts
of assignments for this class is not allowed under any circumstances. Students who do
not respect this rule will receive a zero for their assignments (or will fail the class,
depending on the gravity of the transgression) and will be reported to the university for
misconduct.

E-mail Protocols

Be patient. Don’t expect an immediate response when you send a message. Generally,
two days is considered reasonable amount of time to receive a reply. Please not that
your professor only checks and answers to e-mails during regular business hours.

Include “Subject” headings: use something that is descriptive and refer to a particular
assignment or topic.

Be courteous and considerate. Being honest and expressing yourself freely is very
important, but being considerate of others online is just as important as in the classroom.

Make every effort to be clear. Online communication lacks the nonverbal cues that fill in
much of the meaning in face-to-face communication.

Do not use all caps. This makes the message very hard to read and is considered
“shouting.” Check spelling, grammar, and punctuation (you may want to compose in a
word processor, then cut and paste the message into the discussion or e-mail).

Break up large blocks of text into paragraphs and use a space between paragraphs.
Sign your e-mail messages.

Never assume that your e-mail can be read by no one except yourself; others may be
able to read or access your mail. Never send or keep anything that you would mind
seeing on the evening news.

COURSE INFORMATION

Course Description:

This course is designed to introduce students to the study of how states and people interact and to
equip them with the analytical tools needed to think critically about complex international issues.
The first goal of the course is to communicate the key concepts and theories of international
relations, focusing on building a foundational understanding of the major paradigms: realism,
liberalism, and constructivism. The second goal is for students to grasp lessons from major topic
areas in international relations: international security, international political economy, and
international law. The final goal of the course is to provide students an understanding of some of
the major issues in contemporary international relations including human rights, transnational and
non-state actors, unipolarity, foreign policy, and nuclear warfare. Throughout the course, students
will discuss the applicability of IR theory to real-world and hypothetical issues. Through
theoretical, historical, contemporary, and hypothetical lessons, students will develop their own
abilities to evaluate key international issues and apply major lessons from IR to contemporary
public policy issues, in addition to developing policy writing skills.

1. Define the major theories of international relations and levels of analysis.





2. Explain fundamental facts about the development of the international system and major

historical events.

3. Evaluate current and future events using the theoretical frameworks from international

relations history.

Class Engagement (200 points):

Because this is an asynchronous ‘W’ format course, students are expected to independently
manage their engagement with the course material. This will include viewing required lecture
videos, engaging in discussion board assignments, completing required readings, and
submitting assignments on time. Class engagement will be evaluated based on the degree to
which you satisty each of these components, in addition to your completion of a syllabus quiz to
demonstrate academic engagement (for financial aid dispersal).

Quizzes (150 points):

Students will take two timed virtual quizzes on WebCourses. The first quiz will be taken during
the Week 2 Module, the second quiz will be taken during the Week 6 Module. Each quiz is worth
75 points and will cover two weeks of reading and mini lectures.

Memo Assignment (150 points):

Students will submit one 2-page policy memos over the course of the class that evaluate a
contemporary international policy issue through one of the theoretical approaches discussed in
class. The instructor will assign both the theory and issue to be evaluated. The assignment will
be distributed in class along with memo-writing guidelines, following the lecture on proper
methodology for policy memo writing.

Midterm exam (250 points):

Students will take a timed virtual midterm exam during the Week 4 Module covering topics from
the first half of the course. The instructor will provide information on the specific format and
topics surveyed prior to the Midterm.

Final Presentation (250 points):

In lieu of a final exam, students will submit a 5-min presentation (including their presentation
slides) on a contemporary international policy issue of their choice that provides a policymaker
with a review of the issue, lessons from IR theory that relate to the issue, and recommendations
for future action related to the issue. More information on the assignment and submission
guidelines will be announced in class.

Course Format:

This course will be delivered asynchronously online, via weekly Modules that are released each
Monday and conclude the subsequent Sunday. It will last for 6 total weeks, meaning that weekly
workloads and expectations will be roughly double what they might be in a typical semester
week; students should plan to spend anywhere between 6-18 hours of work on this course per
week (as guided by UCF’s Credit Hour Policy, available at
https://catalog.ucf.edu/content.php?catoid=18&navoid=1600).

Because the field of international relations is so wide-ranging, it’s essential that learners manage
their time and plan to progress through the course material every single week. It is nearly
impossible to skip one week in the term—the equivalent of skipping 2 weeks in a regular

4 semester—and catch up in time to successfully complete the course. If you think your schedule
might make completing this course hard, or if you thought you’d try completing this requirement
in an online format and then discovered it’s not for you, that’s okay—this is a hard one to get
through in an online format! Just be sure and note the Drop/Swap deadline (Friday June 28) and
the Withdrawal deadline (Friday July 19) and make whatever choice is most strategically
beneficial for you.

INR 4084 COS-POLS 3(3,0)Politics of International Terrorism: PR: ENC 1102 or POS
2041 or C.I. Nature and politics of terrorism with primary focus on its implications for
international relations. Occasional.

Concern about terrorism is a relatively recent development for US officials and citizens,
having increased significantly since the early 1970s (and particularly since the





September 11 attacks). However, for many countries around the world, political violence
has been a persistent security concern--even a fact of daily life--for much of the past 150
years, and probably longer. Today, there are perhaps only a handful of countries for
which terrorism is not a factor in one form or another. In many others, violent groups
conduct decades-long campaigns, often killing thousands of people in the process. But
many also hold and govern territory, establish institutions, and provide social services
more efficiently than any government could hope to.

We will begin this course by discussing what exactly constitutes terrorism, as the
definition has become heavily politicized and is often a point of contention. We will then
discuss the history and evolution of terrorism over time. Then, we will move from
individual- and group-level motivations for terrorism to a variety of issues including state
sponsorship, the effect of political violence on politics, and the provision of public
services by terrorist/insurgent groups. We will finish by covering counterterrorism
strategies and some contemporary cases of terrorism.

This is an upper-level course, and thus will be both reading- and writing-intensive. You
should be prepared to keep up with the reading and written assignments throughout the
semester. In addition, stories and events related to terrorism are in the news on a daily
basis, and we'll discuss many of them directly in class. Therefore, | strongly suggest that
you keep up with current international events as well. This will put you in a better position
to do well on exams and quizzes, and also to earn participation points in class. A good
place to start is the World section of the New York Times website, but please ask me if
you're interested in additional recommendations.

Student Learning Outcomes

The overarching goal of this course is to develop broad knowledge about general
patterns and regularities of terrorism, and then be able to apply them to specific cases.
Specifically, by the end of the course, you should be able to:

 Critically engage with the concept of terrorism, addressing the question of who or
what makes a terrorist and why the specific definition matters.

o Understand the psychological and strategic aspects undergirding the use of
terrorism as a violent political tactic.

+ Examine the nuanced public response to terrorism, including the role of the media,
and the way in which preexisting beliefs condition political attitudes and voting in
terrorism's wake.

o Appreciate the difficult challenges democracies face in fighting terrorism; grappling
with how to balance issues of human rights, civil liberties, openness, and respect
for life and protect national security and reducing terrorist violence.

» Recognize emerging threats from terrorism and develop informed views regarding
potential strategies or policies states can pursue to mitigate these threats, while still
preserving or upholding other important values and goals.

+ Read and understand the basics of quantitative and qualitative research design,
data collection, and research findings.

Course Assessment and Grading Procedure

Quizzes: 5 @ 30 pts each = 150 points

choice, true/false, fill-in-the-blank, and short answer questions. Quizzes will be non-cumulative
(i.e., they will cover only material covered since the last quiz). Students will have a (roughly) 3-
day window in which to take the quiz. These are NOT meant to be open-note quizzes, although |
will not strictly enforce this. However, you will not have time to flip through the reading materials
for each question, so you should be as prepared as possible prior to starting the quiz.

Final exam: 100 points

The final exam will be very similar in format to the quizzes, but will be cumulative. In other words,
all material covered during the semester will be fair game.

Staff Ride Role Presentation: 10%

To earn the 5,000 points required for an "A" in Yellowdig by the end of the course, you
will need to reach 1000 points per week on average.

Chapter Quizzes (20%)

Case Studies (10%)

The case study assignment requires you to research and analyze a specific issue, then
present your findings in a written format. Case study options will be provided during
Weeks 2, 3, 4, and 5, and you may choose from the available topics in each module.

You are required to submit at least two case studies over the course of the term.
However, you may submit up to four—one per module. Only your two highest-scoring
case studies will count toward your final grade.

This structure allows you the opportunity to improve your performance. If you are not
satisfied with your grade on an initial submission, you may complete an additional case
study in a later week to replace the lower score.

Final Examination (15%)*

The final examination will be cumulative and mandatory. It is worth 15% of your grade.

Errors/iGrade Omissions

Responses to Academic Dishonesty, Plagiarism, or Cheating

Students should also familiarize themselves with the procedures for academic misconduct in UCF'’s
student handbook, The Golden Rule.

To earn the 5,000 points required for an "A" in Yellowdig by the end of the course, you
will need to reach 1000 points per week on average. Keep in mind that the last day to
earn points is Monday, July 28 (Week 5). This Community has a point buffer of 35%,
meaning you can earn up to 1350 points per week. That means that, if you always
participate up to the weekly maximum and go over that, you can earn a few points that
will count for the next week's amount.

Policies for Course Grade

Errors/iGrade Omissions

Generally, grades will be posted one week after the due date. Students
should make sure to review the grades posted to make sure they are
accurate. If there has been an error, it is the student's responsibility to
contact the professor with the exact details of the mistake/omission. Three
days after the grades have been posted, the grade becomes final, even
if there was a mistake or omission.

b. Any student who knowingly helps another violate academic behavior standards is also in
violation of the standards.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

POS2041-American National Government has been designed to provide a comprehensive introduction to the
concepts and issues of the United States government. It examines the structure, philosophy, accomplishments, and
challenges of the American government. Students will examine and analyze why the American political system
operates as it does, who wins and who loses in the process and why this system endures. In addition, this course will
provide you with the tools to understand, effectively participate in, and influence the political process in order to
address issues of importance to our communities. The problems that we face as a society are multifaceted and, thus,
require that individuals with different backgrounds, training, and perspectives collaborate to elaborate and
implement effective solutions. Thus, it is imperative that we learn how to do this effectively. This course includes
several assignments geared towards developing teamwork skills and strategies. This course will be taught from a
transdisciplinary and comparative perspective. This means that we will examine topics from a variety of angles and
determine the linkages that exist between politics, society, culture, science, and the arts. In addition, we will
continuously compare and contrast the United States to countries around the world to try to understand why certain
patterns and phenomena are present in some contexts and not in others. This is based on the assumption that we can
understand our own country better if we compare it with others. Our activities this term will include a final project
that will be conducted in groups. The objective of this is to apply what you learned in the course and to develop
professional skills. The project is designed to introduce you to the career readiness competencies (competencies that
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employers are requiring all graduates to demonstrate), the skills needed to demonstrate these competencies, and to
prepare you to 'translate' your past and current experiences into employment search tools.

These competencies/skills are:

e Career & Self Development: Proactively develop oneself and one’s career through continual
Personal and professional learning, awareness of one’s strengths and weaknesses, navigation of career
opportunities, and networking to build relationships within and without one’s organization.

e Communication: Clearly and effectively exchange information, ideas, facts, and perspectives with persons
inside and outside of an organization.

e  Critical Thinking: Identify and respond to needs based upon an understanding
of situational context and logical analysis of relevant information.

o Equity & Inclusion: Demonstrate the awareness, attitude, knowledge, and skills
required to engage equitably and include people from different
local and global cultures. Engage in anti-racist practices that
actively challenge the systems, structures, and policies of racism.

e Leadership: Recognize and capitalize on personal and team strengths to
achieve organizational goals.

e Professionalism: Knowing work environments differ greatly, understand and
demonstrate effective work habits, and act in the interest of the
larger community and workplace.

e Teamwork: Build and maintain collaborative relationships to work effectively toward common goals
while appreciating diverse viewpoints and shared responsibilities.

e Technology: Understand and leverage technologies ethically to enhance
efficiencies, complete tasks, and accomplish goals.

THIS CLASS?

This class is part of UCF's General Education Program (GEP). UCF’s General Education Program provides
students with a cohesive, integrative learning experience.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

The main objectives of this course are:

1. To provide students with a comprehensive introduction to the American system of government.
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2. To provide students with an understanding of the ways in which the various branches of the government, as
well as other political actors, operate in the context of the American political institutions and processes.

3. To show how the main political actors and institutions have changed over time.

4. To develop key skills required for the successful study of political science and for the graduate job market.

5. To provide students with the tools to become active and engaged citizens and to have the ability to make
informed political decisions.

By the end of the course, students should:

1. Develop and demonstrate an understanding of the basic principles and practices of American democracy
and how they are applied in our republican form of government.

2. Develop and demonstrate an understanding of the United States Constitution and its application.

3. Develop and demonstrate knowledge of the founding documents and how they have shaped the nature and
functions of our institutions of self-governance.

4. Develop and demonstrate an understanding of landmark Supreme Court cases, landmark legislation, and
landmark executive actions and their impact on law and society.

In addition, this course is designed as an introduction to and preparation for higher-level courses by developing
skills such as oral presentation, writing, test-taking, and teamwork skills.

COURSE ACTIVITIES

This course will consist of a combination of activities: class discussions, individual research, and short writing
assignments. Each week, I will post one or more questions that you should consider and prepare for that week's
discussion. The questions, readings, and assignments for each week can be found on the modules for each week. To
see which module corresponds to each week, please consult the class schedule.

Classwork

Modules list and describe the topic(s) and the assignments for each week. Modules will open no later than Monday
of each week at 9:00 AM. The classwork assignments will generally be based on questions derived from the
week’s topic and topics from previous weeks. This classwork will also serve as preparation for the exams. In order
to do well in these class assignments, it is important that you complete all the work assigned in each week's

module. This requires you to be very disciplined and organized.

Since each module will have a set of activities you need to complete, a good strategy is to log into the course as soon
as it opens to see what is required for that week. This will enable you to plan and prepare for the class activities and
assignments. If you have to miss a module due to illness you need to inform the instructor as soon as possible to
arrange for an alternative assessment. There are 11 graded modules and only the 10 with the highest scores will
count.

Please keep in mind that if you miss 5 or more classes for any reason without a valid excuse and/or discussing
this with your professor, you will fail the class.

Collaborative Project

to take all four (4) exams. Please refer to the final module for instructions regarding the exams.

As with any other course, I urge you not to fall behind on the readings. Each week, we will be covering a lot of new
information, and if you do not keep up, it can become overwhelming the day before the exam. In addition, keep in
mind that the final examination will be cumulative.

e  Extra Credit: There will be no extra credit assignments offered in this course.

e  Students should have regular access to the internet and plan on logging into the course at least twice each
week in order to get the class assignments.

e In addition, students should plan on at least five hours’ worth of homework outside of class each
week.

All assignments are due no later than the day and time posted; however, sometimes life gets in the
way, so late assignments may be submitted with prior arrangement with the instructor and
submission of documentation explaining why submitting the assignment on time was not possible.
The instructor must be notified within 48 hours of the missed assignment (unless doing so is
impossible and the reason is documented) to be eligible to submit that assignment late.

Access to assignments and due dates, except for the midterm and final exams, is available the first
week of class.

Note: A substantial sentence contributes to the discussion by reinforcing or raising new ideas or
alternate perspectives and provides evidence of those perspectives such as with references to
the assigned reading. Statements that do not add substance to the discussion (e.g., “l agree”/’|

disagree”, “great post”, etc.) or excerpt the document material without analyzing it do not add
substance to the discussion and will not earn credit.

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Use of Al only with acknowledgement.

Students are allowed to use Artificial Intelligence (Al) tools on assignments if the usage is properly
documented and credited. For example, text generated from CoPilot should include a citation such
as: “Copilot. Accessed 2023-12-03. Prompt: ‘Summarize the Geneva Convention in 50 words.’
Generated using Copilot-Web”

document that tracks all changes you make to the generated content as you develop your own
writing submission of assigned work that is an authentic reflection of your thinking.

o AVOID. Pay attention to your surroundings and have an exit plan. Get as much
distance and as many barriers between you and the threat as quickly as possible.

o DENY. When avoiding is difficult or impossible, deny the threat access to you and your
space. Lockdown by creating barriers, turning the lights off and remaining quiet and
out of sight. Make sure your cell phone is silenced, but do not turn it off.

o DEFEND. When you are unable to put distance between yourself and the threat, be

prepared to protect yourself. Commit to your actions, be aggressive and do not fight
fairly. Do whatever it takes to survive.

A comparative study of American state governments, political processes, and public
policies, with emphasis on Florida. Spring.

Course Scope and Purpose: State Government and Public Policy examines politics and policy in
the American states with a special focus on comparing Florida with other states. We look at the
demographic and economic environment of the states (including taxation) as well as state
constitutions and the role of states in the federal system. We study participation in state and local
politics, the role of political parties and the conduct of state and local elections. We explore state
institutions including the legislature, executive branch, bureaucracy, and courts. We investigate the
structure, function, governance and challenges facing local government in the US. We analyze and
evaluate state and local policy including education, criminal justice, health and welfare, and the

environment.

Student Learning Outcomes

After successful completion of this course, students will be able to:

1. Demonstrate knowledge of basic facts, definitions and concepts related to the political
foundations, institutions, and processes of state and local government.

Cannot make the deadline for other reasons than those listed above? Contact the
instructor with an explanation and a request for a specific deadline extension. | cannot
accept open-ended extension requests. Note also that my flexibility on deadlines
diminishes with the approach of the end of the semester. | cannot accept Part A posts
in my email. They must be submitted in Webcourses. An extension allows you to
submit your Part A post in Webcourses and nowhere else.

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POS 3703 COS-POLS 3(3,0)Scope and Methods of Political Science: PR: POS 2041 or
C.I. The scope and methodology of political analysis. Extensive examination of the
discipline, research design and methodology. Fall, Spring.

Course Scope and Purpose: Scope and Methods of Political Science examines the scientific
study of politics, the discipline of political science, and the skills needed for political analysis. We
outline the multi-step research process and compares various types of quantitative and qualitative
research design. We discuss unit of analysis, the measurement of concepts and variables,
formulating and testing hypotheses, covariation, and causation. We cover survey research, survey
questions, and sampling. We review statistical topics including the univariate distribution,
bivariate and multivariate analysis (including cross-tabulations, measures of association, and

regression), and significance testing.

Student Learning Outcomes

After successful completion of this course, students will be able to:

1. Demonstrate knowledge of basic facts, definitions and concepts related to the
discipline of political science and political research methods including: foundations of
empirical research, the design and structure of research, techniques for data collection,
and methods for processing and analyzing data.

2. Use and apply appropriate analytical skills related to qualitative and quantitative political

science research.
3. Think critically about political data, issues, research findings and methods and discuss

these issues in a professional academic manner and show respect for other people who may hold

different views.

Under normal circumstance I will not reopen the test. If you miss a test and want a chance
to make up the test email me as soon as possible (normally within 24 hours). If you have a
verifiable extenuating circumstance (i.e. illness with a doctor’s note, accident with a police
report, or death in the family with documentation) I will let you make up one test with no
grade penalty. You should complete the test in a reasonable amount of time (I will set a
deadline). If you do not have a verifiable extenuating circumstance (you forgot, overslept,
were too busy etc.) I may allow you one make up in a reasonable amount of time (usually
within one week) as long as you contact me quickly (usually within 24 hours), take
responsibility for what happened, and have been showing a good faith effort to complete
previous work. However, I deduct ten points from the score in fairness to classmates who
completed the test on time.

Extension Assignments — I will drop your one lowest Extension Assignment score when I
compute your final grade. Thus, this part of your grade is based on your 11 highest scores.
This will provide you a measure of protection should something happen that prevents you

Workload and Deadlines: Many students are apprehensive about taking Political Science Scope
and Methods. Quite frankly that is probably a good thing because Scope and Methods for many
students is the most difficult course they will take for their major. It is more difficult than other

political science courses because it has many unfamiliar terms and concepts, requires competency

in statistical analysis (especially the 2 half of the course), and is primarily about learning a set of
skills used by political scientists for political research rather than learning about the content of a
substantive area.

In addition, taking scope and methods online adds a level of difficulty since you will not
have face to face interaction with the professor and in-class lectures. To succeed in this class and
really learn the information you may need to put in extensive time, read and re-read the material
as some of it is quite difficult, keep up with all deadlines without being reminded, do all
assignments regularly without missing any, and give your best effort all semester especially on the
tests and the extension assignments. Do not wait until the last minute to do assignments.
Computer problems and Internet connection problems will happen. They are not acceptable
excuses for missing due dates and deadlines. Due times for graded assignments are usually 11:59
pm Eastern Standard Time.

This is an important and serious course and so if you do not think you are up to doing all
these things then I would strongly suggest you drop this course and sign up for an in-person
section. If you do not follow all these suggestions than your apprehension about this course is
warranted as you will most likely not do well in this class. Conversely if you follow these
guidelines, then you will find that you have most likely done well by the end of the course and be

justifiably proud of your efforts and achievement.

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Welcome to the real world of political science research!

The majority of political scientists have adopted a method for studying political
questions that differs from the approach taken by journalists, historians, and political
commentators. They have adopted the scientific method, to systematically test
explanations of political phenomena. Much of the research in political science uses
empirical data to test hypotheses, and statistical tests to determine which explanations
are best supported by the data.

Although you will be introduced to how political scientists use data and statistics in their
research, this course is not a statistics course and you will not be expected to learn and
memorize scary looking mathematical formulas! Indeed, we use statistics regularly in
our lives without ever fearing statistics, as any sports fan would attest! It's just the same
for political scientists, except rather than using statistics to help describe the
performance of a football or baseball team we are using statistics to better help us
describe and explain politics.





This course will certainly help you understand the reading materials in many upper-level
classes and equip you with the skills to research topics for term papers, to participate in
the internship program or undertake your own independent research, for example an
Honors Undergraduate Thesis

Thus, by the time you complete this course you will have developed critical thinking and
analytic skills that you can also apply in a variety of career settings, and which are
prized by many employers in both the public and private sectors in addition to law
school and graduate school.

So, | know this will seem like an entirely different kind of political science course than
that you are used to. This is because we are not focused on the content knowledge of
subfield in political science, but are more interested in understanding the approaches
and methods that most political scientists use to understand and build knowledge
about questions and puzzles about politics that interest them. However, | hope you will
find that learning how to "do" political science yourself, and how to become a producer
--- not just a consumer -- of research is both empowering and fun!

SPSS Program for Data Analysis

Our course will introduce you to SPSS (Statistical Package for Social Scientists), a
widely used program that political scientists use to analyze data. It is straightforward to
use and requires no high-octane computer skills!

Using a series of data sets, which are among the best data available to professional
researchers, you will learn the types of data analytic skills that are common-place in
contemporary political science research. Even after our class is over. You might even
want to use SPSS to further analyze these data files and conduct your own research in
an independent study or Honors Undergraduate Thesis.

I'll have detailed instructions on how to access SPSS once we get to it in the second
half of the course. You will be able to download SPSS to your own computer as a 30-
day trial or you will be able top access it via UCF Apps. Please be aware that if you
download SPSS you will need access to a computer that will allow you to download the
program. If you use a work computer or are renting a laptop from UCF it might block
downloads. Just be aware of this, and ensure you have access to a computer that will
allow you to download programs.

Incomplete Grades

of work for the semester and emergency circumstances prevent submission of
assignments in the final weeks of class.

Developing strong competencies in writing and critical thinking will prepare you for a
competitive workplace. Part of why you learn to write is learning how to think and how to
be a smarter, more articulate, better functioning version of yourself. You lose that if you
hand it off to a machine.

COURSE OBJECTIVES AND GOALS

This course is an intensive examination of the breadth of the field of political science and the methods
that political scientists use to examine political phenomena. Why do two countries go to war? Why do justices
on the U.S. Supreme Court decide the way that they do? Why do voters in elections choose the candidates that
they do? These, and many others, are questions involving politics and portend the explanation of political
phenomena. These are explanatory questions that political scientists seek to explore.

"Politics,” according to David Easton (1965), is the authoritative allocation of values and resources.
Scholars of politics, then, seek to describe, explain and predict various political phenomena through customary
and traditionally understood methods of theoretically-based inquiry. In this course, students will be exposed to
these methods, and try their hand at formal political analysis, as it is understood in the discipline. Students will
learn why political science deigns to call itself a “science” and come to understand what it means to study
politics in a scientific manner. They will see how political scientists complete real research and how they
communicate those findings in a transmissible and understandable way. They will learn how to analyze data
and how to measure political phenomena.

Overall, there are several goals of this course:
e Students who successfully complete the course will acquire a better knowledge of the discipline of

political science, the broad subfields of the field of study, and the ways by which political scientists go
about their research;





e Students who successfully complete the course will understand the elements of the scientific
approach and how they apply to the systematic study of politics. They will understand why
political science is a “science.”

e Students who successfully complete the course will have a better understanding of research
methods, from data collection to research design to statistically analyzing data and reporting one’s
results, as they apply to political analysis;

e Students who successfully complete the course will be better consumers of political information,
which will help them better grasp the concepts of other, upper-level courses in the discipline in
addition to helping them understand the political world that surrounds them;

e Students who successfully complete the course will have a good understanding of the rudiments
of using statistical computing programs, such as Stata, and how to interpret the results that are
obtained to generalize such findings to other theoretical settings and contexts.

REQUIREMENTS FOR A WEB-BASED CLASS

This is a completely web-based class, and, consequently, requires a much different approach in terms
of requirements than a wise student would undertake in a face-to-face class. Most obviously, there will be no
face-to-face meetings and no lectures. However, one should realize that a web-based class does not mean
that you will be doing less work; indeed, a web-based class will require that a student take a much more active
role in one’s education as compared to a class offered in the face-to-face format. The web-based format will
likely require approximately three times the effort that a student would on average expend in the face-to-face
modality in the same course as it requires students to teach themselves much of the course material.

Generally, | have found that students who perform well in a web-based class are self-motivated and
have usually earned good grades (B- or higher) in face-to-face classes. A web-based class does, however,
provide students with some flexibility in that they are not required to be in a classroom two or three times a
week at a specific time. As those who have taken a web-based course before may attest, this is one of the nice
features of this type of class and can make for a very rewarding learning experience.

My general rule of thumb is that students devote several hours per week to this class alone. If a
student does not reasonably think that he or she can honestly devote this time to class, that student likely will
struggle to make a passing grade, especially in this class.

If you are new to or unfamiliar with online courses, | STRONGLY encourage you to complete the online
learning student-orientation, available at learn.ucf.edu/orientation/index.html. It will answer many of the
fundamental questions you may have about how the course will, generally, function and how to locate answers
to issues that may occur during the course of the term.

NATURE OF THE COURSE

In addition to the online nature of this course, its substantive material will be unlike that of many others
courses that you may have taken. It deals with new and unfamiliar terminology and ways of thinking about the
political world. We focus here on the methods that political scientists laboring in many of the subfields in the
discipline use to accumulate knowledge. While it will refer to substantive findings in several areas, such
information acquisition will not be the focus of the course. Rather, we will examine the ways by which that
substantive knowledge was acquired, tested and communicated to the scholarly community.

Accordingly, some students may enter the course with a deep sense of dread or trepidation about the
nature of the course and its demands. To be sure, such respect for the course is beneficial as it sharpens your
attention to the course requirements. However, merely because you may fear the course should not be sole
reason to avoid it. Instead, students should confront that fear that comes with undertaking new activities,
overcome it and then enjoy the new-found feeling that comes with knowing that you have conquered some
new endeavor without fleeing in panic, overwhelmed with anxiety. This is a skill that will benefit students many
times over during their lives, | assure you.

Moreover, students will come to realize that knowledge is empowering; that is, one does not take as
given information that is provided by others without their explaining the exact nature of that information as
well as how it was collected and analyzed. In addition, students will learn how to conduct their own research
that can withstand the scrutiny of others who are similarly openly skeptical of reported findings. Indeed, you
will have an opportunity to try your hand at designing and executing a study of some political behavior near
the end of this course. This is the way of the real world as it applies to political research. It is a daunting, but
fun endeavor. Consider a number of political questions now swirling in the political world that are ripe for
empirical investigation.

Thus, wise students must approach this course like they have for none other:

e read the assigned material for each assignment by the due date;
e follow the instructions precisely;

e do all of the Module exercises (they are good practice for the exam; in this course, the more
practice, the better);

e anticipate problems in completing the course requirements;

e and, above all, ask questions when one does not understand a concept or idea. This is especially
the case in Scope and Methods, which has a significantly increased failure rate among students. The
Instructor and the course GTAs are here to help you. Please use these critical resources as doing so
will help your final course grade immensely!

Accessing Stata

There are three ways by which to access Stata:

¢ One may find that statistical program in one of the campus general access labs, including Phillips Hall
312. Not every UCF computer lab has Stata on its machines. You should call and check a specific lab's
offerings before you venture out there.

e One may access it through the Citrix server made available by UCF. UCF has now made available online
access to a number of commonly-used programs, including Stata (the statistical package that we will
use this semester). Navigate to this address
https://ucfapps.cloud.com/Citrix/StoreWeb/#/apps/all/static/All. You will need to install a small
installation tool (Citrix Receiver). Download it and allow it access to your device, enter your NID
(network ID) and associated password, and then locate and open Stata. Then add the Stata program to
your personal apps page to speed this process. This process will take a large amount of time. It is a very
slow process. Please be patient as this program is installed and launched. Plan accordingly. | will post
more specific directions on the course Canvas site to assist you in this regard.

¢ You may purchase a temporary student license, which will give you direct access to the program if
you cannot come to campus or if you wish to work more quickly than the Citrix app, mentioned above,
will allow. Stata offers students a discounted rate for temporary periods of use. You may find details
about that offer here: https://www.Stata.com/order/new/edu/profplus/student-pricing/. | would highly
recommend that you invest in this option ($48.00) that will save your enormous amounts of time and
frustration. Students may wish to share a license in order to lower the associated cost.

Required Materials

Students will need a basic calculator that performs the following functions: addition, subtraction,
multiplication, division, squaring of variables and square root. One may be purchased at Walgreens or similar
store; students do not need a highly complex instrument.

If | receive a third virus-infected
assignment, the student will fail the course automatically.

e Technical Assistance: with an entirely online course, there are inevitable technological problems that
usually occur at the last minute (hint: don’t wait to the last minute).

Although it may sound obvious, one way to SUBSTANTIALLY increase one's understanding of the
course (and, therefore, your final course grade) is to READ THE ASSIGNED MATERIAL. This course is a HANDS-
ON EXPERIENCE, where much of the learning is by doing. In order to comprehend more fully the course
material, one should carefully read the assigned materials. This is especially the case in Scope and Methods,
where the course material is not self-evident much of the time. This is particularly true for a completely online
course, where you teach yourself nearly all of the course material through self-directed work. The Canvas site
has a list of suggestions from former students who have completed this course as to how to do well. One of
the most common suggestions from them is to READ EARLY AND OFTEN.

Tests (45%; 3 exams @ 15% each)

Each of the four exams in the course is worth 100 points. They will be composed entirely of very
challenging multiple choice items worked keyed to the concepts covered in the course. They are each
noncomprehensive, although (to some extent) the material builds throughout the course. This is especially the
case in Scope and Methods. Each is worth 15 percent of the final course grade, for a total of 45 percent drawn
from performance on exams.

As this is an online course, all exams will be administered through the Assessment function of the
Webcourses site associated with the course. There will be a very narrow window open during which students
must complete the exam. Accordingly, students should anticipate any problems that they may foresee in
completing the exam within that time frame. Once you open an exam, you will have a maximum of 90
minutes to finish and submit it. If you begin it within 90 minutes of the posted closing time for the exam
window, you will have less than that amount of time to complete the test. 1 will re-open the exam window
only under the most extreme, Act-of-God circumstances. Plan accordingly.

Given the time limitations of the exam window, | strongly encourage you—if at all possible—to take the
exam on campus to prevent any connection problems that interrupt your completion of it. If that is not
possible at all, then | strongly encourage you to take the exam while connected to a computer with broadband
internet service. Otherwise, the loading of the exam'’s questions will be delayed, thereby costing your time.

No make-up exams will be allowed absent verifiable, documented, exigent (i.e., truly emergency, Act of
God) circumstances. You MUST contact me before an exam if you know you will miss it and explain the truly
compelling situation that prevents you from taking the exam as scheduled. My office phone has voicemail if |
am away from my desk. Leave a message if you do not speak to me directly. If you do not speak to me or
leave a message indicating your failure to take the exam as scheduled, | will look very disfavorably upon your
request to take a make-up exam. There are absolutely NO excuses for missing an exam and not contacting me
in advance. Unexcused exams will receive a failing grade (0 points).

Course Content Modules and Stata Assignments (35% of final grade)

Because this is a complete online class, a substantial part of students’ earned final course grades will be
determined by completion of specific content modules. There will be two modules due per week, on average,
that ties in with that week's topics. The Modules will often provide a brief overview of the topic, list the
required reading, and outline specific tasks and assignments. Most of the Modules also provide you a great
deal of the substantive content for the course. These can involve researching a certain topic, discussing and
debating ideas and concepts through forum postings and, sometimes, the completion of specific statistical
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assignments. These assignments are designed to make you more familiar with the study of the politics from a
scientific perspective.

Each of the Modules is associated with a PowerPoint presentation that contains many of the key ideas,
concepts and terms for each of them. You should download and print these Presentations and take notes on
them as you read and complete each of the Modules. These, too, will be of great benefit to you on the Exams.

As there are no formal face-to-face classes, it is incumbent on you to keep up with the readings,
modules, assignments and the pace of the course. Getting behind the current schedule of the course is
dangerous to your final course grade. The modules are listed in the Webcourses section of the
course. Together, they will be averaged into 35% of your final course grade. Grades for each module will
appear in the Grades section of the Webcourses site. Students may discuss the graded module assignments
with me, or with the Course GTA, during Zoom appointment times or via Canvas email.

As students will discover once they enter the “real world,” deadlines usually occur at 11:57 pm (23:57),
and not sometime in the middle of the night when, among others, bakers are awake and active. Some
modules have multiple due dates for subparts of the module. Accordingly, it is in your best interests to
work on Modules across several days, especially those requiring the use of Stata to complete data
analyses.

Many of the modules will require students to complete, in part, specific analytical and/or Stata
assignments given throughout the term, the latter of which are available in Pollock and Edwards’'s Companion.
The first of them is available on the Canvas site for the class. These exercises enable students to acquire hands-
on experience with data analysis and how to obtain estimates of many political phenomena of interest to
political researchers. Problem sets are particular important in giving students practical experience in working
with difficult, opaque concepts. This is especially the case in Scope and Methods.

The following are rules regarding the analytical and Stata assignments that MUST be followed:

e As this is a completely online course, submit the Stata portion of the assignment (drawn from Pollock
and Edwards’s Companion) via Canvas. One may either re-type the assignment in a WORD
document and submit it via the Assignment tool in Webcourses. Or, one can scan it and
submit the completed assignment via the Assignment tool in the Webcourses site.

e Handwritten analytical assignments will not be accepted.

¢ Place your name on each assignment. Those without student names will be penalized by one letter
grade.

¢ Work alone on each of the assignments. Do not work in groups. The work must represent
YOUR effort alone, not that of others, just as you will encounter on the course exams. Failing to
abide by this rule constitutes plagiarism and will be dealt with vigorously (see statement below
regarding plagiarism).

| WILL NOT accept late modules. “Late” means any time after the due date and time listed in the
Module. Computers and servers always seem to know when humans are working on a last-minute deadline and
they take maniacal pleasure in crashing and not allowing you access to websites when the clock is approaching
the deadline. The point (again): start the module assignments early in case there are problems. If you come to
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me with an exotic tale of woe, | will nod relatively sympathetically but point to this warning. The following rules
apply to the Weekly Content Modules:

¢ Any module, or part thereof, submitted after the due date/time will not be graded. The usual
deadline time is 11:57 pm (23:57).

¢ Students may not makeup late modules, as such assignments require an ongoing, dynamic
process among the students across the term that cannot be later replicated.

Research Paper (10% of final grade)

You are required to draft and submit a research paper (approximately 5 to 7 pages in length, double-
spaced) that examines some political behavior of interest. It must contain hypotheses connecting a dependent
variable with at least two independent variables and how the researcher seeks to explain the political behavior
of interest. You may use the data contained in the Companion to assist you with these analyses. More on this
assignment later.

Surveys (10% of final grade)

A portion of the Modules includes the completion of Surveys that require you to answer two questions
about the material covered within that Module: “what is the most important issue or concept addressed?”; and,
“what is the topic or concept that bears further discussion?”. Completion of the Surveys earns you the
appropriate number of points announced in each of the Modules of which they comprise a part.

The following are regulations regarding the Surveys that must be followed:

e As the Surveys are designed to measure your learning progress and assess what concepts need to be
emphasize or repeated, be honest and forthcoming in your responses as they are designed to deepen
your understanding of the course content and its significance.

o After the due date for the Surveys has passed, | will collate and collect the most pertinent and relevant
questions and post answers to them, in the Announcements section, for the entire class to read and
consider. They are good ways to prepare for the exams, and not "busy work.” Use them for your
benefit. Ignore them at your own peril as doing so will cost you points on your overall course numeric
average. Many of the questions addressed there may appear on the Exams.

e Do NOT send blank responses through for the Survey. Repeated violation of this rule will result in the
entire class’s being required to send survey responses to me through Course Mail. Past classes have,
sadly, tested me on this requirement. Please do not make me implement this requirement.

e Failing to complete even a small number of the Surveys will negatively affect your final course grade.
Do not put the Modules off until the last minute.

e You should do them as they are assigned, since you cannot control for the internet’s being down, or the
site that you must access being temporarily unavailable. | will have little sympathy for you if this
circumstance befalls you and you are unable to turn-in your assignment. Assignments do not count until
they are RECEIVED, not sent. See above warning about anticipating technological problems.





If you come to me with an exotic tale of woe about your not having turned in your assignment on time,
| will nod relatively sympathetically and point to this warning. If you submit the assignment through the
Assignment Function on Webcourses AND you receive confirmation of its receipt safely there, you may rest
assured that it has been properly received.

Those students who have earned an "A" (as that is defined below) immediately prior to the Final Exam are
exempt from being required to complete the Final Exam PROVIDED THAT THEY HAVE COMPLETED ALL OTHER
ASSIGNMENTS (L.E., YOU MAY NOT HAVE ANY 0Os FOR MISSED OR UNSUBMITTED ASSIGNMENTS).

COURSE POLICIES (aka My Pet Peeves)

There are several points you should note.

No Excuses

First, this class operates under a "No-Excuse" policy. It is incumbent upon students to be individually
responsible for the material covered in the class. Because this course is an upper-division class, you will quickly
learn that if you intend to pass, you should plan on regularly reading, keeping up with the material, and

completing the assignments as they are given. These activities are especially important in this course, Scope
and Methods of Political Science.
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Accommodations for Students

Second, if you are physically challenged or otherwise have some demonstrable disability, every attempt
is made to accommodate your learning needs. See me by the end of the first week of class so that we can make
appropriate arrangements. This class operates in accordance with the UCF Office of Student Accessibility
Services here at the University and federal guidelines governing the Americans with Disabilities Act (1990).

Plagiarism and Cheating: Don't Let it Happen to You!

Third, please consult the policy regarding plagiarism and cheating which is attached. Each of you must
review the University policy on the penalties for plagiarism. Almost every semester, one or more students
appropriates the published work of someone else, and | have had the unfortunate responsibility of failing those
students and seeking disciplinary action against them. You are on notice that | have failed students because
they decided to risk their academic careers by choosing the easy way out.

Caveat Emptor

Fourth, this is an upper division course with correspondent responsibilities for you. | expect that you will
devote several hours per week on your own studying, reading, and meeting with other students to discuss
and review the course material. If you are not at least a sophomore and one who has a sincere interest in
understanding the scientific study of politics, you should seriously consider withdrawing from the course and
taking it once you attain that status. This is especially the case in Scope and Methods.

Conceptual Understanding Key

Fifth, class topics are best understood at the conceptual and/or abstract level. Read the course material
AND THINK ABOUT ITS IMPLICATIONS. You will quickly learn that one of my favorite questions is, "what does
that mean?." You are expected to read and prepare for course discussions. | assume that the reading will be
completed by the associated assignment’s due date and time. LEARN TO PACE YOURSELF ACCORDINGLY!

Online Decorum: Course Protocols

As this is a fully online course, there are certain rules and regulations that make the course and our
asynchronous communication go more smoothly. Do not say or do anything that would otherwise do in a
face-to-face context. In short, treat others as you would like to be treated, as your parents may have taught
you to do. More specific requirements are listed in the Course Protocols available on the Webcourses site.

Respect for Colleagues and Their Comments

Additionally, you are on notice that this course sometimes engages in difficult discussions about our
political leaders and political issues of the day. Hopefully we will have intelligent discussions regarding the
concepts involved in the course. Above all, everyone will have the right to express their informed beliefs freely
and openly without fear of reprisal from other students or myself.

Word Processing Required

All assignments must be digitally formatted or word processed. If you do not know how to use a
computer or word processor, it is strongly recommended that you learn to do so. If you are concerned about
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this, please see me. Numerous tutorials are available on campus to assist you. You should allocate enough time
for the internet to go down, Canvas to become temperamental, and dogs to eat papers and computer disks!
You laugh, but trust me: | have heard every excuse in the book!

Duplicates of Assignments

While | have never lost an assignment, | require that you make copies of all work submitted to me in the
unlikely event that something should happen. In the event that | should need a copy of the assignment, and
you are not able to provide it, you will not receive credit. Even after | have returned materials to you, please
hold on to the work until after you have received your grade from the Registrar. This protects you from any
possibility that you might receive an erroneous grade.

Technological Tools

| require that everyone learn how to use e-mail and the technological tools associated with the course.
They can facilitate your comprehension of the course material. | have found that this encourages students to
communicate with me about questions you may have regarding the material discussed in class. You are
responsible for any assignments or other information that | distribute on the course’s associated web sites or
via email. If you already have an e-mail account (either through the University or a commercial server), please
do not sign-up for an additional account, but give me your address. You should check your mail on a regular
basis as | post any changes about class assignments to your account and/or to the course-associated web site.
If your email address changes during the semester, you MUST NOTIFY ME. This is a course requirement.

Time-Sensitive Communications and Assignments

In past semesters, some students have had difficulty submitting assignments to me by the due date and
time. This difficulty arises, in part, from their reliance on email and other technologies beyond their control.

States which does not sooner or later turn into a
Judicial one."

Alexis de Tocqueville, Democracy in America
(1848)

Tocqueville's observation remains apt today. Courts decide such issues as abortion, flag burning,
death penalty, drug testing, criminal rights and free expression. The judiciary plays an important role in
American life, making it an exciting branch of government to study. Witness the center-stage role that the
Florida Supreme Court and the U.S. Supreme Court played in the Election 2000 controversy or any number
of cases involving the federal government since the 2024 election.

Judicial Process and Politics examines the role of the judiciary in American society. In this course, we
will primarily be concerned with the process of law, rather than the product of legal processes. The law is
not simply a collection of outcomes, policies, decisions and decrees. Law is also a method for transforming
contentious issues into enforced solutions. But this process is far from simple or mechanical. Abstract rules
and general principles provide some guidance in this transformation of contentiousness, but social norms,
broader public understanding, and strategies of legal interpretation also play a role in this process.

A number of important questions will concern us throughout this course. Beyond understanding the
mechanics of how courts function, the players who are involved and their role in society, we want to form
opinions on how the judicial process ought to function. How should judges interpret decisions? How should
the Supreme Court decide cases? If the current process is flawed, then what should replace it?
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This intensive course provides information so that students will be able to form their own informed
responses to those questions. Political scientists often do not agree on how those queries should be
answered; this course will present some of their theories. Then students will evaluate the merits of any
particular answer compared to other possibilities.

&d Requirements for a Web-Based Class

This is a completely web-based class, and, consequently, requires a much different approach in
terms of requirements than a wise student would undertake in a face-to-face class. Most obviously, there
will be no face-to-face meetings and no lectures. However, one should realize that a web-based class does
not mean that you will be doing less work; indeed, a web-based class will require that a student take a
much more active role in one’s education as compared to that level of effort traditionally exerted in a
face-to-face class. The web-based format will likely require approximately three times the effort that a
student would on average expend in the face-to-face modality in the same course.

Generally, | have found that students who do well in a web-based class are self-motivated and have
usually earned good grades (B or higher) in face-to-face classes. A web-based class does, however, provide
students with some flexibility in that they are not required to be in a classroom two or three times a week
at a specific time. As those who have taken a web-based course before may attest, this is one of the nice
features of this type of class, and can make for a very rewarding learning experience.

My general rule of thumb is that students devote at least five hours of study per course credit
hour per week. As this is a three credit-hour class, wise students should plan on devoting exclusively 15
hours per week to this class at a minimum to this course alone. If a student does not reasonably think
that he or she can honestly devote this time to class, that student likely will struggle to make a passing
grade, especially in this class. Past students have ignored this warning here to their own detriment.

e Online Learning Orientation

of the fundamental questions you may have about how the course will, generally, function and how to
locate answers to issues that may occur during the course of the term.

&3 Course Goals

The most fundamental goal of this course is to enhance and improve your critical thinking skills. The
ability to critically analyze concepts or programs and then present your conclusions and criticisms well will
be one of the most valuable skills you learn at the University. The subject matter on which you will practice
these critical thinking skills will be the judicial process. You will also develop affective and task skills in this
course. In order to effectively develop your analytic abilities, you will find that you need a great deal of
specific knowledge about the judiciary. This course will fill that gap. Specifically, you should learn the
following from this course:

e How various actors interact in the legal process, including jurors, lawyers, lower court and
appellate judges and various interest groups.

e How the U.S. Supreme Court makes decisions, beginning from the certiorari process and
continuing to the final decision.

e Finally, students will gain an awareness of the pervasiveness of politics, as we will come to know it,
even in the judicial branch.

&d Technological Requirements

This course is a completely online course. Hence, it imposes on students the heavy responsibility and
obligation to anticipate problems that, all too often, haunt humans’ use of technology. Namely, computers
know when a deadline is approaching and will fail to function as the user wants at the most critical time,
causing untold woe and trauma. Read and understand the technical requirements mentioned in the online
learning module referenced above.

GRADING
& Exams (45%—three exams @ 15%—of final grade)

Each of the three exams in the course is worth 100 points. Although they are each non-
comprehensive, they will be composed entirely of very challenging multiple choice items. They will seek to
test your understanding of both factual and conceptual ideas and your relative analytical and synthetic
skills. They do not emphasize rote memorization of facts. Rather, they test students’ ability to analytically
address each question and conceptual understanding of course concepts and ideas.

As this is an online course, all exams will be administered through the Assessment function of the
Canvas site associated with the course. There will be a very narrow window open during which students
must complete the exam. Accordingly, students should anticipate any problems that they may foresee in
completing the exam within that time frame. Once you open an exam, you will have a maximum of 75
minutes to finish it. If you begin it within 75 minutes of the posted closing time for the exam window, you
will have less than that amount of time to complete the test. | will re-open the exam window only under
the most extreme (i.e., truly emergency, Act of God) circumstances. Such circumstances do NOT
include weddings, cruises, “road trips,” and so forth.

Those students who have an "A" (as that is defined below) immediately prior to the Final Exam are

exempt from being required to complete the Final Exam PROVIDED THAT THEY HAVE COMPLETED ALL
OTHER ASSIGNMENTS (l.E., YOU MAY NOT HAVE ANY 0'S FOR MISSED OR UNSUBMITTED ASSIGNMENTS).





& Course Content Modules (40% of final grade)

Because this is a complete online class, a substantial part of students’ earned final course grades will
be determined by the timely completion of specific content modules. There will be one module due per
week, on average, that ties in with that week’s topics. The modules will often provide a brief overview of
the topic, list the required reading, and outline specific tasks and assignments. These can involve
researching a certain topic, discussing and debating issues through forum postings and, sometimes, the
completion of specific internet assignments. These assignments are designed to make you more familiar
with the Internet and the sites relevant to the study of the American judiciary.

As there are no formal face-to-face classes, it is incumbent on you to keep up with the readings,
assignments and the pace of the course. Getting behind the current schedule of the course is dangerous to
your final course grade. The modules are listed in the Canvas site for the course. Together, they will be
averaged into 40% of your final course grade. Grades for each module will appear in the Grades section of
the Canvas site. Students may discuss the graded module assignments with me during office hours (either
by phone or in person).

Some modules have multiple due dates for subparts of the module. The syllabus lists the
FINAL DUE DATE for the Module - not its first. Plan accordingly.

| WILL NOT accept late modules. Computers and servers always seem to know when humans are
working on a last-minute deadline and they take maniacal pleasure in crashing and not allowing you access
to websites when the clock is approaching the deadline. The point (again): start the module assignments
early in case there are problems. If you come to me with an exotic tale of woe, | will nod relatively
sympathetically but point to this warning.

The following rules apply to the Content Modules:

e Any module, or part thereof, submitted after the due date/time will not be graded. The usual
deadline time is 11:57 pm (23:57).

e Students MAY NOT makeup late modules, as such assignments require an ongoing, dynamic
discussion among the students across the term that cannot be later replicated validly.

Surveys (15%)
A portion of the Modules includes the completion of Surveys that require you to answer two questions
about the material covered within that Module: what is the most important issue or concept addressed?;

and, what is the topic or concept that bears further discussion? Completion of the Surveys earns you the
appropriate number of points announced in each of the Modules of which they comprise a part.

The following are regulations regarding the Surveys that must be followed:

e Although the surveys are not anonymous, please be honest and forthcoming in your responses as

they are designed to deepen your understanding of the course content and its significance.

e After the due date for the Surveys has passed, | will collate and collect the most pertinent and
relevant questions and post answers to them, in the Discussion Area, for the entire class to read and
consider. They are good ways to prepare for the exams, and not "busy work.” Use them for your
benefit. Ignore them at your own peril.

e Once the deadline for the Surveys has passed, | will reset the Survey so that students may then
answer for the next module’s topic. If you have already answered the Survey prior to my doing so,
however, Canvas will not allow you to resubmit the Survey.

e Do NOT send blank responses through for the Survey. Repeated violation of this rule will result in
the entire class’s being required to send survey responses to me through my UCF email
account. Past classes have, sadly, tested me on this requirement. Please do not make me implement
this requirement.

e Failing to complete even a small number of the Surveys will negatively affect your final course grade.

Do not put the Modules off until the last minute. You should do them as they are assigned, since you
cannot control for the internet being down, or the site that you must access being temporarily unavailable. |
will have little sympathy for you if this circumstance befalls you and you are unable to turn-in your
assignment. Assignments do not count until they are RECEIVED, not sent. See above warning about
anticipating technological problems. | customarily send a brief email message indicating its receipt if you
submit it to me via email. IF YOU DO NOT RECEIVE SUCH A MESSAGE, THE ASSIGNMENT HAS NOT BEEN
RECEIVED AND YOU WILL NOT RECEIVE FULL CREDIT FOR THE ASSIGNMENT. In that case, contact me by
other means (such as the telephone) to determine if | have received the assignment. If not, resubmit it
ASAP. Thus: DO NOT WAIT UNTIL THE LAST MINUTE TO COMPLETE YOUR ASSIGNMENT.

If you come to me with an exotic tale of woe about your not having turned in your assignment on
time, | will nod relatively sympathetically and point to this warning. If you submit the assignment through
the Assignment tab in Canvas AND you receive confirmation of its receipt safely there, you may rest
assured that it has been properly received.

Furthermore, note the following rules regarding the Modules, some of which require a written
product submitted to me:

e You may NOT use Wikipedia (or its variants) as any source in your internet assignments. Doing so
will substantially reduce your grade, even to an “F.” One of the early modules to be completed in
the course will introduce you to ways to evaluate websites properly.

e You must follow APSA style when composing your internet assignments. Failure to do so will result
in at least one letter grade reduction of the grade earned.

e Double space between paragraphs, even in a document that is otherwise single-spaced.
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Provide in-text citations to the SPECIFIC SOURCE FROM WHICH YOU ARE TAKING THE
INFORMATION. Otherwise, the reader does not know to what source you attribute your
information. Failure to do so will result in a least a one letter grade reduction in the grade earned.
See the APSA Style Manual for examples.

Case names must be italicized as per the APSA Style Manual.

Attaching printouts to a module’s assignment does not magically satisfy the cite and reference
requirements of APSA style.

Assignments containing more than five spelling errors will automatically earn a score of zero.
Multiple misspellings of the same word will count the number of times that the word is not correctly
spelled, rather than simply once. Note that prior students’ failing to heed this requirement has
caused them great misery. Spelling counts.

Ensure that your name appears on each and every assignment. Even though you may upload
the assignment to the Assignment link or to Canvas, PLEASE put your name on the assignment
itself as | download the assignments and grade them in hard copy. It makes it very difficult to
grade and assign a score for an assignment whose author is unknown. Those assignments not
bearing the student author’s name will be penalized by one letter grade.

& Best Allies

school.

COURSE POLICIES
(aka My Pet Peeves)

There are several points you should note.

No Excuses

First, this class operates under a "No-Excuse" policy. It is incumbent upon you to be responsible for the
assignments given. If fail to log in to the course, you NEED NOT inform me about it. If you do inform me
of your impending absence, you are NOT thereby immunized from the terms of the syllabus. Because
this course is an upper division class and one delivered completed online, you will quickly learn that if
you intend to pass, you should plan on logging in regularly, keeping up with and completing the
assignments as they are given and, especially, asking questions when, reasonably, you have them.

You will quickly learn that one of my favorite questions is, "what
does that mean?." You are expected to read and prepare for course discussions. | assume that the
reading will be completed by the associated assignment’s due date and time. LEARN TO PACE YOURSELF
ACCORDINGLY!

Online Decorum: Course Protocols

As this is a fully online course, there are certain rules and regulations that make the course and our
asynchronous communication go more smoothly. Do not say or do anything that would otherwise do in
a face-to-face context. In short, treat others as you would like to be treated, as you may have been
taught previously.

Moreover, as many of you have aspirations of attending law school, now is the time to begin to adopt
the canons and traditions of the learned profession of the law, one profoundly steeped in tradition and
history: how would you act in a court of law?

They can facilitate your comprehension of the course material. | have found that this encourages
students to communicate with me about questions you may have regarding the material discussed in
class.

If you already have an e-mail account (either through the University or a commercial server), please do
not sign-up for an additional account. You should check your email on a regular basis as | post any
changes about class assignments to your account and/or to the course-associated web site. Beginning
with the Fall 2009 semester, all students are REQUIRED to obtain a Knights Email address and use it for
course-related communications. | am required to send such information to that address alone.

If your email address changes during the semester, you MUST NOTIFY ME of the new address, so
that | may then direct any communications to that address.

Weekly papers (10% each): Every week students will submit a one page paper
addressing a question about the modules covered that week.

Weekly quizzes (2% each, with lowest score being dropped): Every week students will
complete a short quiz addressing the materials covered in the module.

Video presentation (8%): Each student will submit a video presentation on an important
person, organization, or event related to intelligence and answer other students
questions about it during either week 3 or 4. Students must sign up during week 1.

Video presentation questions (1% each in weeks 3 and 4). Students will ask at least 3
meaningful questions about other students’ video presentations.

2 Estimates (5% each): Students will prepare a one page estimate on a specified topic.
The first estimate is due at the end of week 1 and the second estimate is due at the end
of week 4.

Oral Final Exam (10%): Students will participate in a 10 minute oral final exam with the
instructor or GTA during week 6.

o Students will sign up for an exam slot during week 4.

¢ The exam will be conducted in person or via zoom, and will be recorded.

» Potential exam topics and example questions will be made available during week 5.

e The list of questions asked during the exam will vary across students so that later
exam takers do not have advantages over early exam takers, but will be
comparable in terms of difficulty and content.

« Students should plan to be available online or at the office at least 10
minutes before their slot begins.

POS 6079 COS 3(3,0)The Politics of Race, Ethnicity, Gender, and Class in the United
States: PR: Admission to graduate program or C.I. Examines the political consequences
of race, ethnicity, gender, and class in the US. Even Spring





This course provides students with a graduate-level introduction to political science
research on race, gender, and class in the context of the United States. Throughout the
semester, we will examine many of the major questions that scholars have asked about
such social groups and their connections to American politics and government; we will
explore major theories and findings from these literatures and consider the tradeoffs of
varied methodological approaches to the these big questions.

15% - Weekly Reading Questions

Each week, you are required to submit three questions or puzzling observations about
that week's readings (not 3 per reading, but 3 for the whole week’s reading list). These
reading questions are due by 2:00pm on Monday afternoons prior to our class session.
These discussion boards can be located in the "Discussions" tab of the course's Canvas

page.

10% - Leading Discussion

You will co-lead an activity with one of your colleagues at one of our class meetings at
some point during the semester. Your goal is to ensure that the class works together to
engage in a thoughtful reflection about what we can learn from that week's readings.
How you do this is up to you and your fellow activity leader — however, you need to
submit your activity plan (a %2 to 1-page memo) to me by 2:00pm on the Monday that you
are going to lead the activity for review and approval. Your grade will reflect the quantity
and quality of the discussion generated, as well as the preparation you demonstrate.
During the second week of the semester, you will sign up for your slot.






15% - Research Proposals (3 at 5% each)

Throughout the course of the semester, you will submit 3 short (3—5 pages, double
spaced) research proposals related to the topic we are covering in class. Essentially |
want you to pitch a project to me that you see as contributing to a particular week’s
literature. Your proposal should include the following elements. 1) What is the research
guestion? Be as clear and precise as possible. 2) What is your theory? Describe some
process-based explanation for how you expect actors to behave in the setting being
considered. 3) Describe the analytical/methodological approach you would hope to
pursue. How would you convince a reader to believe your theory, in contrast to other
obvious alternatives? This section can describe potential data sources, but should focus
centrally on research design issues. 4) Why bother? Why should | or anyone else want to
read your proposed paper? Here you should address the potential contribution of the
paper. You should address both the normative importance of your question as well as (to
the extent you are able) its novelty within the relevant literature. Research proposals are
due at the beginning of class on the day we discuss the relevant topic.

40% - Final Paper and Presentation

Over the course of the semester, you will complete an original piece of research relating
to the politics of race/ethnicity, gender, and/or class in the U.S. This project will
culminates in a final research paper and in-class presentation. The methodological
approach that you take in your paper (quantitative, qualitative) is up to you.

You will submit a brief project prospectus (details will be distributed in class) by
Wednesday, February 12 at 11:59pm. In the following week or two, | will provide you with
feedback. The final paper is due by the start of our final class on Monday, April 21th, and
you will present your research during our final classes with a brief 10 minute
presentation. The research prospectus is worth 5%, the final paper is worth 25%, and
presentation is worth 10% of your grade.

Plan to prepare for our discussions in
class by taking notes as you are reading and jotting down questions/observations from the
readings as they arise - posting at least 3 in the Discussions tab by Monday morning before
class.

In addition, | want to note that this course engages with some foundational texts in the study of
race/ethnicity, gender, class and American politics, written in the mid-20th century. As such,
certain readings may include language and terminology that are now considered outdated,
offensive, or harmful - unacceptable by today's standards. In our class discussions, we will not
use or reproduce such language. | want to encourage respectful engagement with the content,
critically considering both the context in which these works were written and their impact today.

Students will
demonstrate an ability to apply course material to contemporary political issues and
debates. Students will demonstrate the ability to engage in discussion and civil debate on
American politics that are associated with multiple points of view.

POS2041 American National Government forms part of the "Interpretation & Evaluation”

information in a world full of conflicting sources.

To earn the 5,000 points required for an "A" in Yellowdig by the end of the course, you
will need to reach 1000 points per week on average.

Selling of course material to another person and/or
uploading course material to a third-party vendor without authorization or without the express
written permission of the University and the instructor of record. Course materials include but
are not limited to class notes, the instructor of record's slide deck, tests, quizzes, labs,
instruction sheets, homework, study guides, and handouts.

e In an emergency, always dial 911.

» Every UCF classroom has an Emergency Procedure Guide posted on a wall near the door,
which will show you how to respond to a variety of situations. This guide can also be found
online here.

« In the event of an active threat, remember AVOID, DENY, DEFEND. Choose the best course of
action and act immediately. Watch the video here to learn more.

o AVOID. Pay attention to your surroundings and have an exit plan. Get as much distance
and as many barriers between you and the threat as quickly as possible.

o DENY. When avoiding is difficult or impossible, deny the threat access to you and your
space. Lockdown by creating barriers, turning the lights off and remaining quiet and out
of sight. Make sure your cell phone is silenced, but do not turn it off.

o DEFEND. When you are unable to put distance between yourself and the threat, be
prepared to protect yourself. Commit to your actions, be aggressive and do not fight
fairly. Do whatever it takes to survive.

« For emergencies on campus, UCF will utilize the UCF Alert system. All UCF students, faculty
and staff are automatically enrolled to receive these email and text alerts, however, it's a good
idea to frequently ensure your contact information is up to date.

POS 2041 COS-POLS 3(3,0)American National Government: In this course, students will
investigate how the national government is structured and how the American
constitutional republic operates.

The course
examines the branches of government and the governments laws, policies, and
programs.

Students will
demonstrate an ability to apply course material to contemporary political issues and
debates. Students will demonstrate the ability to engage in discussion and civil debate on
American politics that are associated with multiple points of view.

Attendance, Preparation, and In-Class Participation: 5 points

Class participation is very important because it is a measure of your engagement with
the course material. Participation also enables the instructor to know whether students
are understanding the material and if there needs to be more support in certain areas. To
earn attendance and participation points, students must attend every session of the
class, come prepared by having done the appropriate assigned readings, offer
meaningful contributions to class discussions and activities, and respectfully engage in
dialogue with their colleagues. To measure participation, please try to participate
actively in the discussions and activities at the very least once per class session. If you
are concerned about your ability to actively speak in class dialogues, please come talk
to me early in the semester.

If you will need to miss a class/assignment due to a university-approved reason, you
must let me know by the second week of class.

Please keep in mind that if you miss 5 or more
classes for any reason without a valid excuse and/or discussing this with your
professor, you will fail the class.

Classwork and Activities: 18 points

Modules list and describe the topic(s) and the assignments for each week. Modules will
open on Friday of each week at 12 AM so you can begin preparing for the next week's
class. To assess your engagement with the material, each class will start with a short-
answer graded question worth 1 point. These questions will be derived from the week’s
topic. This classwork will ensure knowledge of the material as a preparation to the
Midterm and Final Exams. As such, questions will be close-book and without notes. In
order to do well in these class assignments, it is important that you complete all the
readings assigned in each week's module prior to arriving to class. This requires you to
be very disciplined and organized.

A good strategy is to log into the course as soon as it opens to see what will be covered
that week and start reading the assigned material. This will enable you to plan and
prepare for the class activities and assignments. If you have to miss a module due to a
university approved excuse, you need to inform the instructor as soon as possible. Note
that every student is allowed to miss two classes for any reason (and as such can





miss two of these 1-point graded in-class activities) without any penalty except for
the Exams and Final Project Presentation classes. This also mean that the lowest
two in-class graded assignment grades will be dropped.

There will be no 1-point graded assignment on the days of the exams and on the day of
the final project presentation: Week 4 Wednesday, Week 7 Wednesday, Week 11
Wednesday, and Week 12 Monday and Wednesday.

Final Collaborative Group Project: 15 points

To help bridge the gap from education to employment, the students will engage in
a collaborative group project. To read more about the project and what will be required of
you, go to Module 1 and click on the Final Collaborative Project link. The project will
account for 15 points of your final grade, but these will be divided into several
components (Research Proposal, Final Project Report, and Final Project Presentation)
each worth 5 points. The project is about choosing a topic/issue that is currently in the
news and that you would like to know more about. The project will then require you to
compare the chosen issue to what is happening in a minimum of two other countries
(including potentially your home country). Groups will be composed of 3 to 4 people.

I.  Course Description

Ideologies are sets of ideas inspiring, guiding, and justifying political behavior,

social institutions, and government policy. They help make sense of the world

around us. They guide political action. They structure political identity for some
people and some organizations. As such, they are important and inescapable

features of modern politics.

Some ideologies have led to great achievements. Think of the emergence of
representative governments elected by all citizens -- the result of liberal, socialist,
and feminist pressures. Or again, think of the equalization of gender statuses in
both law and social practices in response to feminism.

However, ideologies have also moved people to commit terrible deeds in the name
of dubious abstractions. Think of the systematic killing of European Jews by
Nazism in the name of racial purity. Think of the cruel internment of millions of so-
called “dissidents” in Soviet labor camps in the name of building a workers’
paradise.
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In brief, this course examines the ideas articulated by the ideologies that shaped
and are shaping global politics in the 20" and 215t century.

IN ADDITION TO THE TEXTBOOK, we will also use an electronic platform called
Yellowdig to facilitate discussion on issues of evaluation among patrticipants (for Part B
Tasks). This platform presents advantages over Webcourses for that purpose. (We will
also use Webcourses for quizzes and Part A questions).

lll. Basic Course Expectations

Students are expected to: (1) always have a working connection to the internet; (2) to
promptly procure the textbook and access; (3) to take quizzes and submit Part A and
Part B answers in due time in normal circumstances; (4) to respect the rules of
academic honesty, never to present text not their own as their own wording. (5) In most
cases to paraphrase contents from the textbook rather than use direct quotes. Quotes
can be used, but sparingly. Quoting is sometimes the most effective thing to do,
particularly when dealing with concept definitions. But quotes should normally not
amount to more than 10 to 15% of your text. (6) The use of Atrtificial Intelligence (Al) for
the composition of your posts is forbidden.

LO-1: Students will be able to describe with a high degree of accuracy the central
values, main ideas, and assumptions of the major political ideologies influencing the
modern political world, namely: liberalism, libertarianism, conservatism,

LO-2: Students will be able to describe with a high degree of accuracy how the triadic

model of freedom (agent, obstacle, goal) structures all ideologies despite their
differences in contents.

LO-3: Students will be able to describe with a high degree of accuracy how ideologies
arbitrarily and uncritically fix and reduce what are multidimensional, equivocal, and
essentially contested concepts such as democracy, liberty, equality, and human nature.

LO-4: Students will be able to demonstrate sophisticated critical thinking in answers to
Part B posts in Yellowdig.

Course Description

POS 3233 COS-POLS 3(3,0)Public Opinion: PR: Junior standing or C.I. Nature, impact
and development of public opinion, emphasizing the influence of race, gender, age, and
class on opinions, voting, and political behavior. Fall.

This course provides students with an introduction to the study of public opinion in
political science research. Throughout the semester, students will gain skills to study
people’s opinions and attitudes — applicable beyond just the academic discipline of
political science. Alongside the development of this public opinion toolkit, students will
examine the major findings in the field of public opinion research and evaluate the
nature, development, and impact of public opinion on policy outcomes in democracies.

The course is divided into 6 modules. Each module is designed to span one full
week from Monday to Sunday, with_most but not all assignments being due on
Sunday at 11:59 PM EST.

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Course Assessment and Grading Procedure

Course Activities

As | mentioned earlier, the course is divided into 6 modules. Each module is designed to
span one full week from Monday to Sunday, with most assignments being due on
Sunday at 11:59 PM EST. During each module, you will learn about public opinion
through a mix of short videocasts from me, readings from the Clawson & Oxley textbook
and other journal/news articles from other pollsters and scholars of public opinion. To
support your learning of the material, you will engage in discussions with one another
on Yellowdig. Then to test your understanding of the material, there are a range of
assignments and examinations that you will complete week to week.

Students should have regular access to the internet during the course and be checking
and working in Webcourses regularly. Students should understand that this is a
condensed summer course - meaning we are fitting the material of a normal 15/16-week
semester into 6-weeks. Thus, students should be prepared to take on a heavier reading
load week-to-week and complete assignments with much more regularity than a normal
semester-long course.

Here is a breakdown of all of the course activities and assessments:





Syllabus Quiz

After reading through this syllabus, you need to take the Syllabus Quiz to check your
understanding of some important details of the course and ensure that you are being
marked as an active participant in the class for financial aid purposes. The Syllabus
Quiz is worth 5% of your course grade and is due by 11:59pm EST on Sunday, May 18.
You are allowed 2 attempts on the Syllabus Quiz, and the higher of the two scores will
be kept.

Yellowdig Discussions

You will be engaging in online discussions throughout the semester, which are an
integral part of your course grade (25% in total). In this class, we will use Yellowdig for
our discussions rather than the old Canvas discussion boards. | know some of you may
be hesitant to use Yellowdig - | was when | first heard about it. But | have tried it in a
course that | took myself, and | think it is much better than the old Canvas option - it
puts you all in control of our discussions, and allows you to earn more points based on
generating productive, popular discussions amongst your peers. Thus, I think it will
encourage you to write better discussion questions that people actually want to talk
about, and I hope it will produce better discussions week to week.

Some of you may have never heard of this platform before, so let me answer some of
your questions:

How is Yellowdig different than Discussions?

The Yellowdig platform is quite different from the Discussions tool in Canvas
(Webcourses@UCF). You may be used to responding to a discussion prompt that your
professor puts forward, and then writing responses and responding to another
classmate or two's posts. Yellowdig works a bit differently. In Yellowdig, students (you!)
decide what to contribute and how often, and you earn points automatically as you go.
It's a bit more like social media and less like the old discussions platform. You "create
posts" - i.e. ask questions, write out your critiques/comments on the material - and
interact with each others' posts, earning points based on how much you post and how
many people comment on your posts. Students who have used Yellowdig in other
courses have remarked they like the freedom this allows, but it is still a departure from a
familiar way of doing things.

You are probably thinking, "how do | earn credit through Yellowdig?" Well, there will be 5
"earning periods" in Yellowdig, where each earning period represents 5% of your total
course grade (for a total of 25%). The first period is 2-weeks long, and the remaining
four periods are 1-week long, meaning that you are able to earn participation credit by
posting and commenting during each period. We will get to the specifics in just a
moment, but essentially, you earn a certain number of points for creating a post, for
commenting on others' posts, and for having other people comment on your posts. As
the moderator, | will also award extra points to students who demonstrate particularly
high-quality participation in Yellowdig. If you ask really good questions that generate lots
of discussion from others, or if you write quality comments on other people's posts, you
can earn lots of points easily and get a really good discussion grade for the course with
ease week-to-week.

How Do I Access the Yellowdig Community?

There are several ways to access our Yellowdig community:

1. Click on Yellowdig on the course menu.
2. Click on the Yellowdig assignment in Assignments in the course menu.

3. Bookmark the Yellowdig URL to go directly to our Yellowdig community page apart
from this course.

4. Download the Yellowdig mobile app.

Is Participation in Yellowdig Required?

Yellowdig is a required part of the course - this is how participation will be graded in this
course.

How Do I Use Yellowdig?

Does my Yellowdig Participation Contribute Toward my Grade?

Yes. As you create posts and make comments in Yellowdig, and as others react to or
comment on your posts, you will automatically receive points in Yellowdig. The points
you earn in Yellowdig are passed to the course gradebook in a single column. The
points you acquire will account for 25% of your course grade.
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Your goal is to earn 2,500 points by the end of the 6-week term to receive 100%
for this component of your course grade. With five "earning periods" throughout
the course, you should plan to earn 500 points in Yellowdig during each earning
period to get full credit in this component of your grade. However, you are able to
earn up to 750 points in a single week-long earning period to give you a

cushion. Students are encouraged to continue participating in Yellowdig even after they
have earned 2,500 points; however, extra credit will not be given for exceeding the
2,500 point goal.

You receive points during an earning period for interacting and engaging with your peers
in any of the following ways

How Much Should | Participate?

There are 5 "earning periods" for Yellowdig that span the entire course. The first period
is two weeks long - to allow you time to get oriented to the platform - but the final 4
periods are one week long (opening Monday morning and closing at 11:59 PM EST on
Sundays). The goal is to earn a total of 2,500 points in Yellowdig by the end of the 5
earning periods (so an average of 500 points per period). You can earn a maximum of
600 points per earning period. This means that your level of participation can vary
throughout the course. However, remember that you cannot "make up" all the points as
the course nears the end.





*Pro-Tip: Pick at least one day a week to mark on your calendar to "Check Yellowdig"!
Students have remarked it can be easy to forget sometimes.

Here are tips to help maximize the points:

* Some of the points you earn are by receiving reactions and replies from others -- so
your posts will get more points if they get a conversation started. There are many
interactive features you can capitalize on, such as hashtags, mentions, emojis,
videos, polls, and much more.

» Before you post, you have to select a Topic. Make sure that your contribution is
relevant to that topic.

+ Review others' posts before creating your own to avoid duplication of ideas.

o Continuing conversations is encouraged; feel free to return to an earlier
conversation to add to it.

¢ Think about your audience when you participate. What do you think is engaging and
important to them?

* Recognize your peers' good posts by reacting to them and commenting. They may
very well return in kind.

How Often Should | Participate?

Simply put, you cannot earn points from people if you do not have posts up in the
community for others to see. You are encouraged to post earlier than later, so there is
ample time for others to view and comment.

Yellowdig resembles social media in the sense that you can pop into the community for
short periods of time. | recommend you check our community at least twice per week.
You will receive notifications when others comment on your posts or you are mentioned.

How Can | Keep Up with the Conversations in Yellowdig?

By default, the most active posts and comments will be appear at the top of the page. If
you prefer a chronological view, click Sort and then By Recent Posts. You can also
select Filter to filter posts by member (student or teacher), topic, date, hashtag, and
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your own content, among others. Note that you do not have to read every single post
and comment!

Can | Report a Post?

Our community will thrive when we treat each other with respect. We will be adopting
Yellowdig's code of conduct. You may choose to flag_a post if you believe it violates the
code.

How Do | Keep Up with my Yellowdig Grade?

Yellowdig passes back your grade to the course gradebook as a percentage that
represents your current pace toward earning the maximum points in Yellowdig.

Note that your Yellowdig grade can fluctuate up or down in the gradebook. This is
because your Yellowdig grade is recalculated at the start of each weekly earning period
and you will appear to "lose" points on the Yellowdig assignment. Don't worry! You did
not lose Yellowdig points, the grade is simply calculated out of how many points you
need for the current earning period to be on pace. Earn your points for the period and
your grade will go back up. It's recommended to check your Yellowdig grade on the last
day or two of the earning period [Saturday-Sunday].

To track your grade and understand the updates along the way, check inside the "Show
Details" section of Yellowdig rather than your course gradebook. The grade calculations
at the top, the Point Log details within, and My Participation will show point earning
events and your grade changes a number of different and helpful ways.

Module Examinations

Each week by Sunday at 11:59 PM EST, you will complete a Module Examination.
These exams each contain 20 multiple choice, true-or-false, or matching questions that
will test your knowledge of that module (week)'s material. You will complete 5 exams
throughout the term (at the end of each of the first 5 weeks of the course - but note that
there is no examination on the last week, during which time you will be turning in the
Opinion & Outcomes paper).

Each Module Exam is worth 10% of your overall grade, but | will drop your lowest exam
grade at the end of the semester. Thus, the Module Exams, altogether, comprise 40% of
your overall grade in the course. | encourage you to take all 5 module exams, but by
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dropping your lowest grade, | am giving you some leeway if you miss a deadline or have
an especially bad performance one week. To preempt any potential questions, no you
may not take use that dropped exam to try and gain extra credit.

You must have each Module Exam completed by Sunday at 11:59pm following that
week’s material (for example, the Module 1 Exam will be due by Sunday, May 18" at
11:59pm). You will have only 1 attempt to complete the exam, and you will have 1 hour
to complete the exam once you begin. You may use your book and notes on the exams,
but you may not use internet searches or any Al-powered tools on these exams.

Qualtrics Design Assignment

During Week 2 of the course, we will begin digging into the Qualtrics platform as a way
to build surveys to study public opinion. During this time, you will be learning to design
surveys on the platform. The Qualtrics Design Assignment will ask you to put together a
small survey, and adjust the survey flow and question requirements/dependencies. The
assignment is worth 7.5% of your overall grade. Details and specific instructions will be
included in the "Assignment Prompts" tab of the Webcourses page. The Qualtrics
Design Assignment is due by 11:59 PM EST on Sunday, May 25th, 2025.

Survey Questions Assignment

After completing the Qualtrics Design Assignment in Week 2 of the course, we will
continue working in the Qualtrics platform. During Week 3, you will continue working
with survey questions and reading more about survey design. The Survey Questions
Assignment will ask you to put together and defend a set of your own original (and
slightly more complex) questions, along will an analysis of existing survey questions that
| give you. The assignment is worth 7.5% of your overall grade. Details and specific
instructions will be included in the "Assignment Prompts" tab of the Webcourses page.
The Survey Questions Assignment is due by 11:59 PM EST on Sunday, June 1st, 2025.

Opinion & Outcomes Paper

During the final week of the course, you will turn in the final paper for the course: the
Opinion & Outcomes Paper. During the last few weeks of this course, you will be
exposed to a number of major studies/findings in the public opinion literature. One
problem in this literature (and apparently for democratic societies) is the number of
"gaps" in public opinion - situations where the government cannot or will not pass a





policy that the majority of the public supports, or where the government refuses to
change a policy that the majority of the public opposes. For the final paper in this
course, you will identify one of these "gaps" in public opinion in the United States and
write an 8-10 page research paper that makes an argument as to (1.) why this gap has
occurred and (2.) whether it is a good or bad for American politics. Your papers should
be 12 pt. font, double spaced, normal 1" margins, Times New Roman font, and your title
page and bibliography do not count toward the 8-10 pages. Details and specific
instructions will be included in the "Assignment Prompts" tab of the Webcourses page.
The Opinion & Outcomes Paper is due by 11:59 PM EST on Friday, June 20th, 2025.

Activity Submissions

All of your assignments will be submitted via Webcourses. All of your written
assignments should be 12 pt. font, double spaced, normal 1" margins, Times New
Roman font, and include both a title page and works cited/bibliography if applicable.

Course Introduction

Today the world is changing at an unprecedented rate. Changes are coming fast, due to
environmental, technological and socio-economic changes. Sustainability, concerned with
issues relating to the ability of present society to enjoy resources and levels of wealth,
while not jeopardizing the ability of future generations to do so, is becoming more
prominent.

The objective of this course is giving students the ability to critically think around issues
related to sustainability, increase knowledge on issues related to socio-economic,
political, demographic processes as well as environmental ones concerning the
sustainable use of resources, and be able to present concisely and clearly problems and
potential solutions to current and possible future concerns related to “sustainability”.

Course Description

This course is an introduction to concepts related to sustainability, resilience and common
pool resources. The course will focus on introducing concepts, metrics and examples of
issues and problems that fall under the umbrella of “sustainability” with a focus on
managing common pool resources sustainably and an introduction to resilience and
social-ecological systems. Both traditional lecture and student led lectures/presentation
will be used in this class.

Student Learning Outcomes

By the end of the semester student should be more familiar with pressing issues related to
sustainability, understand what social dilemmas are and trade-offs that exist when dealing
with “sustainability” as well as “resilience” and have a more holistic view related to
problem solving and the environment. Further, by the end of the course, students should
be:

o Familiar with concepts related to sustainability (sustainability, equity, legitimacy,
fairness etc.), common pool resources (social dilemmas, common pool resource
systems etc.), and resilience (social-ecological systems, resilience, vulnerability
etc.)

e Able toread peer-reviewed literature, and critically assess it and discuss it.

o Able to search for added information using proper peer-reviewed literature (e.g. via
google scholar, or the library, or ISI web of knowledge etc.)





Finally, students will be evaluated via:
